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THE EGALITARIAN AND EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT
IN UKRAINE: EUROPEAN CHALLENGES
AND NATIONAL PECULIARITIES

Gender (parity) democracy 1s important, not only because of the international
recognition, but also for the internal dynamic of our country, the implementation of
basic social programs, which improve the quality of life for two socio-demographic
groups-men and women, the deprivation of inequality between this sexes and the
development of partnership between them, as an expression of social justice, the
effective mechanisms of protection from the discrimination and so on.

European mtegration as a new social reality requires a rethinking of the gender
phenomenon in the systematic genesis of the educational and professional
preparation, and forming a civic position of young generation. It causes creating a
egalitarian and educational environment (non-discriminatory, health preservation,
creatively and developing) on the principles of equity and parity of sexes, the
personal and egalitarian approach in the context of the Concept of the New
Ukramian School, the Strategy «Education: Gender Dimension — 2021», etc. The
Vice Prime Minister of Ukraine Ivanna Klympush-Tsyntsadze has said «Non-
discrimination, equality, human rights — all begin out of education. Our children
should be aware of the value of these values at the secondary school. We do it not
for our foreign partners, but for our future, where there is no place for such
shameful things as, for example, sexism or domestic violence» [1]. Therefore,
finding the principal effective ways for creating a gender— equitable environment
for children and youth 1s a challenge of the time to ensure a national mechanism of
achieving gender equality as an indispensable condition for the observance of
fundamental human rights and freedoms, building a society of parity democracy as
a new paradigm of «a united community of equal rights people».

The aim of national education i1s the priority of personal orientation in
education, the development of the child as the subject of his own life, on a creative
and self-sufficient personality, which corresponds to the formation of a creative,
developing and non-discriminatory environment, in order to harmonize the
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personal, professional and civic growth of youth and building an open democratic
society in Ukraine.

In the White Book of the Council of Europe, there 1s an Intercultural Dialogue
«Living together mn equality and dignity» (2008) which defines the guidelmes of
peaceful coexistence in a free society for people of different races, religions and
cultures. The division of social life into «male» and «female» as the old paradigm
of «male domination — female subordination» goes back in time, because of its
mefficiency in its various life spheres, starting from the micro-level of the family
and ending with the macro level of the occupations’ division, leadership position,
the ideology of the state. It will enable us to deconstruct patriarchal gender
stereotypes in people’s minds, to form unbiased attitude to abilities and a status of a
person independently of his/her sex, an orientation toward the fullest self-
actualization of a person mastering any spheres of people’s vital activity taking into
account peculiar archetypes, namely features of the mentality of Ukrainian ethnos.

A gender misbalance, vertical-horizontal stratification 1s typical for Ukraine.
Gender asymmetry 1s observed in the «masculinization» and «feminization» of
students’ society, which can be explained by the one-sided gender socialization of
children and youth, a psychological pressure expressed by society, that imposes
sexual stereotypes, the activation of anti-gender movements, the false spread of
mformation online, at schools, in the streets about the gender equality. It leads to
the denial of the principles of equality between women and men by the gender
politics especially in Ukraine. It proves the necessity to improve national gender
policy and develop informational and educational spheres. The achievement of
gender parity in education is one of the important aspects of the machinery of
national gender government policy. The system of high education is an important
agent of gender socialization of young people, which can be built on the principles
of gender parity, or, vice versa, contains some forms of gender inequality.
Therefore, the project «Gender mainstreaming in higher educational establishments
of Ukraine» and 1ts implementation were positively perceived by the administration
of the university, because gender audit allows to explore the compliance of the
principles of gender equality in the university and determine the ways of
implementation of gender-sensitive technologies in the practice of high school in
order to create egalitarian personality of future teachers and gender culture of
students. Gender competence ensures the success in both spheres — autonomous
activity (give a sense of immner harmony), and the ability to build harmonious
relationships with others, using gender technology for orientation in modern life. In
turn, self-orientation of boys and girls 1s determined by gender issues: how to
choose the right basis for the family relationships, which opportunities and limits
has the traditional and egalitarian gender roles, the gender inequality may cause the
refusal from the beloved profession, it may also cause the absence of the
representatives from the demographic groups in leadership positions in the
legislature, 1 politics etc. Gender competence may be named as «key
competence», because it develops the ability of self-realization and self-
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improvement, the ability to build partnerships, to be competitive in the market, to
maintain the democratic principles in the private and social life.

Considerable experience of studying gender problems and familiarization with
the best educational practices of foreign countries have given the opportunity to
form our own vision as to further institutionalization of gender and educational
mechanisms in the national school. In the process of the activity of the Scientific
Research Centre of the Problems of Gender Education and Upbringing Pupils and
Students of NAPS of Ukraine — TNPU by Volodymyr Hnatiuk gender ideology of
educational practice as a strategic direction of the state policy of egalitarianism are
developed and experimentally substantiated; gender education standards are
implemented; methodological principles of person egalitarian approach as a leading
mechanism of gender self-determination 1s formulated; the ways of implementation
of gender approach in the socio-humanitarian space «educational institution —
family — community» are revealed; gender-sensitive programs of social partnership
1s 1mplemented; gender and educational technics as an innovative system of
psychological and pedagogical support of sexual sociality of children and youth are
developed and tested; the social-pedagogical mechanisms of preparation of youth
traming for the creation of an egalitarian family and responsible parenting is
deepened; student’s research works are presented at the Ukrainian competition on
the topic «Gender Studies» [2].

The future directions of our research are: 1) to conduct the theoretical and
methodological analysis of the problem in the context of foreign and domestic
approaches, to define the content of the concept «egalitarian and educational
environment», to substantiate the conceptual paradigm and the initial principles;
2) experimentally investigate the content, structure, and peculiarities of the
functioning of educational environment in kindergarten, school and university;
3) to realize the principles of egalitarian approach as gender discourse in the
developing paradigm to the content of educational process on the basis of the
«gender matrix» of the national pedagogical heritage (V. Sukhomlynskyzi,
A. Makarenko, S. Rusova, etc.), which 1s the social and psychological determinant
of the formation of an egalitarian personality, broadening the cultural and creative
mental space of all participants of pedagogical interaction on the basis of European
democratic values — freedom, respect human rights, dignity, justice, tolerance, in
order to «Living Together As Equals in Dignity» («White Paper on Intercultural
Dialogue»), join to globalized «We» and at the same time save original life-space,
feeling own national» I» (M. Popovych) [3, c. 16].

The formation of egalitarian and educational environment on the basis of
«partnership pedagogy» and gender «matrix» of humanistic pedagogical heritage,
mtegration of competent, personally oriented and gender approaches will help into
formation of gender culture and the egalitarian outlook of children and youth
(gender competence, sensitivity, tolerance) as important factors of personal and
professional self-realization of both sexes, democratic world-view and civilian life-
realization of girls and boys in the sphere of national being.
