7.3 The Impact of Educational Content on the Gender Socialization of
Preschoolers and Junior Children

One of the important tasks of the modern educational system 1s the adoption
of democratic principles of equality m society; the formation of a tolerant
behaviour among people, regardless of their gender. age, nationality, disability,
etc., which are relevant to the main goal of the Council of Europe Gender Equality
Strategy 2018-2023', the Global Goals for Sustainable Development (2016—
2030)". It causes the implementation of a non-discriminatory approach to all
spheres of society, including education, where will respect all human rights and
treedoms, the eradication of any discimination based on various peculianities. This
issue is also regulated by a number of legislative documents, in particular, the
Constitution of Ukraine (Article 24), the Laws of Ukraine (“On Education”
(Articles 5. 6). and other documents (“On ensuring Equal Rights and Opportunities
of Women and Men”, “On the principles of prevention and combating
discrimination in Ukraine™); the State Social Programme on Equal Rights and
Opportunities of Women and Men for the period up to 2021, the National Human
Rights Strategy of Ukraine, the Concept of the New Ukrainian School’, the
Strategy for the Implementation of Gender Equality in Education “Education:
Gender Dimension — 2[]21”4).

The introduction of a non-discriminatory approach improves educational
services for all children; and forms a child’s successful personality, without any
stereotypes, beliefs, and prejudices.

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The education system is a powerful way by which society reproduces
different models of behavior. Kindergarten and primary school are the starting
background of the gender socialization of children because their gender
competencies as important components of life competencies, which are required
for successful adaptation and life in constantly changing conditions, are formed
here.

The analysis of pedagogical scientific literature shows that Ukrainian
education has never been “neutral or asexual”; on the contrary, a stereotyped
approach to the education of students through the educational process and
pedagogical interaction was implemented. It directly affects gender socialization of
gitls and boys’.

According to UNESCO, there i1s “open discnmiation” and ‘“hidden
discrimination”. “Open discrimination” provides for different educational
programs for boys and girls. “Hidden discrimmation™ provides for gender
stereotypes in educational standards, curricula, textbooks, and teaching materials.
The “hidden” curriculum includes: 1) organization of the educational institution,
gender aspect of relationships at the work, gender stratification of the teaching
profession (inequality of sharing of the executive and managerial positions
between women and men); 2) unwritten differentiation of “female” and “male”
educational subjects; 3) a style of teaching, communication between teachers and
girls’'boys; 4) gender stereotypes in curriculum, school textbooks and teaching
materials. These four dimensions of the “hidden” curriculum not only include
gender stereotypes. but also support gender inequality, teaching children to choose
their personal values and life directions, in which the “male™ is dominant, and
“female” — subordinated’. Scientists (I. Haidenko, T. Hovorun, O. Kikinezhdi,
L. Shtylova) notice, that gender stereotypes in educational materials, children’s
magazines form conscious or subconscious attitudes on the correct (supported,
approved) or incorrect (criticized, rarely presented) behavior, in generally gender
representation of man or woman in the children literature affects the process of a
child’s socialization.

The aim of the article is to represent the results of the gender expertise of the
normative education documents and the textbooks “Basics of Health” of the
primary school; and children’s magazines.

Scientist (Sh. Bern, V. Haidenko, T. Hovorun, N. Kozlova, T. Kotlova,
I. Predborska, A. Smirnov, T. Riabova, P. Frolov) developed the criteria of gender
expertise of normative documents, textbooks, and different teaching materials. The
main method is content analysis. according to the following criteria:
a) comparative analysis of the frequency of showing the sexes in general. different
social roles and activities; b)presence/absence of gender terminology:
c) presence/absence of gender component on illustrations; d) presence/absence of

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gender stereotypes and prejudice in titles, appeals, texts, style of narration (gender-
neutral or gender-sensitive)' .

We conducted gender expertise of the State Standard of Primary Education
(2011)° and a curriculum on the subject “Basic of Health” for 1-4 grades (2012)°.
It has been determined that the normative documents of the primary school are
based on the principles of personally oriented and competent approaches;
determined by the content of primary education and relevant to its goal; aimed to
develop cognitive abilities and needs of students. The basic principles are the
principles of gender equality: ensure equal opportunities for boys and girls,
holistic, harmonious, comprehensive child development regardless of his/her
gender, an orientation of children to partnership in interpersonal interaction. At the
same time, gender language asymmetry has been identified. It concems the using
of masculine nouns and pronouns as an appeal for both sexes. However, it should
be noted that the using of gender-sensitive or gender-neutral terms prevails, which
characterizes these programs document as gender sensitivity.

The second task of our study was conduction of gender expertize of
textbooks “Basic of Health” for 1-4 grades (6 textbooks of editions 2004-2012).
The study was carried out in accordance with the mentioned above critena.

The gender analysis showed that in general the content of the textbooks
“Basics of Health” is gender-neutral, but there are still some indicators of gender-
determined and traditional approaches. In particular, verbal androcentrism. male
marking, gender asymmetry in relation of the male and female sexes in the content
of illustrative and text material (1.5:1); representation of male characters in the
lead roles (61,9% male: 38.2% female) and fraditional activities (66.0% male:
34,0% female) have been revealed. Approximately the equivalent image of both
sexes relates to educational (48,0% male: 52,0% female) and home (53,1% male:
46,9% female) spheres.

In general, the content of the illustrations in the textbooks 1s oriented on male
seX. Boys/men are represented in the leading roles, in the foreground of the
illustrations, instead of the girls/women — n the secondary roles, behind the main
actors. Boys and men are active, and girls are dealing with the circumstances that
have happened without their participation. Male characters are engaged to various
kinds of sports (football, hockey, and volleyball), they win in contests and
competitions, travel and play in public places. Girls/women depicted in the home
sphere, they look for children, cook., embroider, draw, read books etc.
Such stereotyped depictions of both sexes form the gender stereotyped awareness

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of students, for example, that a woman i1s not able to make great discoveries,
showing leadership qualities or win in different contests.

It should be noted that there are positive tendencies in the textbooks, for
example, depiction of both sexes in “non-traditional” activities (boy helps his
mother or grandmother in cooking, cleaning, look for younger brothers or sisters;
in return, a girl makes puzzles, solve logic tasks, work on a laptop, helps her father
at home). Some tasks direct students to a partnership, interchangeability of family
and social roles: women and men do household affairs together; girls and boys are
shown in interaction: prepare training projects, plays, climb the mountain together.
The texts include mformation about a friendship between girls and boys. For
example, “Boys and girls can be friends. They have many common interests.
Girls — funny, disciplined. Boys are strong and reliable. Girls and boys are never
sad together”.

The quantitative analysis of the textbooks “Basic of Health” for 1-2 grades
(2011-2012) showed a tendency to balance the depicting of male and female sexes
in text and illustrative materials (1,2:1 respectively), while i textbooks for 1-4
grades (2004-2010), the ratio was 1.7:1.

The summarized results of the comparative quantitative analysis of the
textbooks “Basic of Health” for 1-4 grades are presented in Table 1.

In general. the analyzed textbooks are written as gender-neutral but include
indicators of sex-role and gender approaches. Male domination, marking, and
gender language asymmetry are maintained. The boys are shown by the main
characters; in confrast, girls are depicted in a limited range of social roles, as
secondary characters. It forms in the children polarity conceptions about the
“female™ and “male” occupations. Boys have more opportunities for research and
experimentation, the manifestation of their activity and autonomy, develop social
expernience; main tasks for girls — homework, cooking, look for other people.

In order to identify gender stereotypes and prejudices in magazines for
preschoolers, which are one of the factors of their gender socialization, we
analysed the following magazines: “Baby” (original — “Mamarko™), “Posnayko™
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(original — “Tlizmaiiko™), ‘“Periwinkle” (original — “Bapsinok™), “Angelet”
(oniginal — “Amnremarxo™), “Little Genius” (original — “ManeHEKHH PO3YMHHK),
“Little Fairy and Seven Dwarfs”, “Seed” (original — “3eprsko™), “Path” (original —
“Crexka’) (184 numbers, 2[]{]8—2[]15)1. Quantitative results of the comparative
content analysis are presented in Table 2.

The results of the gender expertise of children’s magazines have shown a
similar tendency to the textbooks, in particular, a stereotyped depiction of boys and
girls in different activities and roles (he is a little genius; she’s a princess or fairy).
The quantitative prevalence of depiction with male in comparison with the female
(in general) (in the ratio 1.8:1), in traditional roles and activities (72,2% male:
27.8% female), as fairy tale characters (76,7% male: 23.3% female), as main
characters (68,9% male: 31,1% female) are discovered. The depiction of boys and
girls in non-stereotyped activities is presented episodically and relates to leisure.

The pattemn 1s revealed: if the authors of articles in children’s magazines are
women, then the content of text matenals 1s less stereotyped. In such cases, the
stereotype “he acts, and she serves” is replaced by the depicting girls and boys m a
jomt mteraction.

The gender expertise of magazines for preschoolers has shown their focus on
boys and girls from the point of view of the development of the reader’s interest.
However, examples of stereotyped depicting of both sexes are presented, which
form in the children a stereotyped understanding of the polarity of the “female"
and “masculine” worlds.

The analyzed magazines mmpose sex-role models of socialization, which
confirm the phenomenon of “hidden discrimination™. This i1s especially true for
magazines for boys (“Little Genius™) and for girls (Little Fairy and Seven Dwarfs).
In our opinion, traditional content of magazines determines the one-sided gender
socialization of children, because they are focused on different women’s and men’s
activities with gender relevant skills, forms the idea about “women’s world”, as
opposed to “male world”.

However, the magazines “Seed”, “Angelet” are the examples of gender
sensitivity and balance, which pay attention to girls and boys equally, include
contain mformation about values, such as mercy, kindness, care, understanding and

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help others, form interpersonal skills of children. The gender-neutral group
includes such magazines: “Posnayko”, “Path”, and “Periwinkle”, which include
different information, stories about famous people, logical tasks, crossword,
puzzles, and rebuses for children.

Detailed results of gender expertize of some magazines for preschoolers are
presented below.

“Posnayko”

Permanent sections of the magazine are addressed to the personal
development of the children of both sexes (“Comics™, “Workshop™, “Facts™,
“Miracle”, “Games”, “Puzzle”, “Recommend”, “Reader”, “World”, “Rosnayko”,
“Interesting stories”, “Know our famous person!”).

Covers of the magazine are relevant to the principles of panty of both sexes
(girl and boy as spies, hold hands; as knights and princesses). There i1s an example
of a cover where a girl 1s depicted in a non-traditional role (topic “Occupation™). In
particular, she has inventory for different professions: a ruler, a wrench, a ball, a
button, a thermometer, a centimeter ribbon, a police rod, a fork. This example
shows a large range of professions, among which children can choose according to
their own interests. There 1s a tendency similar to n textbooks: boys and men are
depicted as main, active characters, while girls are secondary and passive. Boys are
shown more active in the games, for example, in the game “Barrier of
Interference” there are shown only boys who are engaged in various sports:
swimming, chess, athletics, running, water skiing, kayaking, jumping on
trampolines. In retumn, girls are passive, in particular, in the picture of a logical
game “Sports Camp” they rest on the beach: sit, sunbathe, play with pets, and eat
ice cream. The parity of both sexes is observed in one case: the boys with the girls
build sand castles together. The advertising of the most popular designer “Lego” is
dedicated only to boys, while the series “Friends” — to girls. However, in this
game, both sexes are engaged in common activities that point to gender symmetry
(men help to cook; girls mow the grass with a lawnmower).

The ambivalence of gender roles is observed in the section “Reader”, which
contains stories with various content, where both sexes are depicted in gender-
balanced activities, for example, the story of the daring, fearless Alice, who flew to
Mars with her dad and lost. She had various interesting adventures, discoveries
with the Martians. Another example — a boy (the story “Surprise”) cooks a salad
tor his mother and surprises her. Some stories mclude information about the
triendship between girls and boys. Girls are depicted as photographers; boys —
chefs, journalists. Positive tendencies also relate to common travel stories and
adventures of girls and boys (a comic book about four children: Pronia, Mark,
Lasun and Piznaiako; children travel together).

The section “Know our famous person™ includes stories about famous
women and men (artists, athletes, scientists, in particular, Olexander Kryvoshapko,
Denys Selantyev, Leonid Kadenyuk, Evhenia Berezyuk, Olena Petrusevych, Julia
and Leonid Kozyrev).

Useful for both sexes is the section “Workshop™, which teaching girls and
boys to cook simple dishes (sandwiches, cake, etc.), to make various interesting
things (friendship bracelets, horseshoes of salty dough, leaflets for parents,
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transformers). In the future, this will help form a wide range of children’s abilities
and skills. The parity of both sexes is also observed in the English-language
section “Posnayko”.

Contest participants include girls and boys. Children have an opportunity to
submit their own puzzles, rebuses, riddles, narrations about mventions.

“Little Fairy and Seven Dwarfs”

Permanent sections of the magazine (“Story”, “The language confusion”,
“The cooking recipe”, “Crossword”, “Coloring”, “Fairytale”, “Master class”,
“Advice™) are focused on the development of social competence of preschoolers.
The content of each issue 1s devoted to the formation of children’s ethnic-cultural
competence, mforming them about famous people and different countries.

The main heroine of the magazine i1s Little Fairy, which 1s depicted on the
cover of each 1ssue mostly m static activities: lies among the flowers, holds a cat,
etc. In general, all sections of this magazine are aimed at creating girls” gender-
stereotyped skills: coolang, cleaning up at home, looking for children, and taking
care of themselves. In particular, the section “Cooking Recipe™ includes a variety
of recipes that can be prepared by girls (sandwiches, pudding, sweet sushi roles).
The themes of contests, which are organized by the magazine editonal also are
feminine and stereotyped (“Little Housewife”, “My friends are Princesses”,
“Flower House"). Prizes that girls can win include albums for drawing, dolls, etc.

Language gvnocentrisim in appeals was revealed in the content of magazines:
“Hi, myv dear girls!”, “Hello, my little housewife!” etc. Only some issues use
gender-neutral appeals ( “Hello”, “Girls and boys, of course, know___").

Each issue of the magazine include enough logic tasks, crossword, puzzles,
riddles that help to develop attention, thinking and imagination of children, the
disclosure of his/her individuality. However, such tasks are usually related to
traditionally female activities, home sphere. In particular, the labyrinth is painted
on a plate; a poster with day schedule 1s presented on a cup, tasks which develop
attention are related to the etiquette. In our opinion, it forms m girls a stereotyped
view on their future life, which is limited by family life, kitchen, housekeeping,
and so on. The section “Advice™ gives some tips about how girls can become a
princess, cinders, and housewife.

There are stories of traditional (stereotypical) content in the magazine:
“Kateryna at the beauty contest”, “How a little singer became a star’” etc. They
include gender attitudes about a girls” future choice of profession: “What do little
eirls dream about? Become Ballerinas, Famous Actors, Models or Singers”. Series
of stories about world traditions focus on women’s clothes, in particular, mentions
girls from Japan: “Traditional Japanese clothes are called kimonos, which means
“thing that they wear”. People believed that the girl was supposed to be like a
candle...”.

Some tendency of overcoming gender stereotypes relates to the depicting of
girl Faechka in non-traditional activities, for example, with a magnifying glass in
her hands, studying an ancient manuscript. However, such examples in the
magazine are not regular.

In our opmion, this magazine demonstrates “open discrimination” which
causes one-sided gender socialization of children, because they concentrate child’s
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attention only on traditional activities, and forms ideas about “female world™ with
a set of feminine skills.
“Little Genius”

The permanent section of the magazine are gender-neutral, which aimed to
personal children development: “Language task™, “Crossword”, “Task — mental
training”, “Mathematical task™, “Task for attention”, “Colonng”, “Labyrinth”. At
the same time, the magazine includes sex-oriented sections, such as: “Master-
class™, “Fairy-tales™.

This magazine is designed for boys and each section depicts only active boys
who jump, fight, loose, seek adventures, launch amrplanes into the sky, invent
something. etc. The magazine includes different instructions for the manufacture of
self-made products: submarines, rockets, paper aviation; master classes which
explains the camrying out of interesting experiments, for example, a volcano
eruption at home, etc. Attention is focused on the acquaintance of boys with the
outside world, unlike the magazine “Little Fairy and the Seven Dwarfs”, where
girls deal only with the inner world (home-care, self-care, etc.). The mformation
about the man in traditional activities (repairr something, spend time with their
sons, travel together) is given in the texts.

A positive tendency, compared to the previous magazine, is the observance of
the parity of both sexes in the selection of the main characters of the magazine
(boy and girl). These children are shown as equal, they do tasks together (build a
sand castle on the beach. lie on the lawn and watch the clouds in the sky, fly on a
balloon m the sky, travel. solve logical tasks, etc.). They also depicted as two
detectives, volcanologists and other specialists. The positive tendencies of a
magazine is a section “Tasks — mental training”, which includes different stories
about active rest; water sports games for both sexes. Parity is presented on the
pictures: girls are engaged in diving, scuba diving, jumping in water; boys fishing,
surfing, swimming, windsurfing, rafting, and sailing.

“Angelet”

Permanent sections of the magazine are: “I want to know”, “Why?", “Holy
Scripture”, “Love God”, “The Road to Good”, “Tell you a fairy tale”, “Birthday™,
“Read with my mother”, “Read with Dad”, "Angelet School for Parents”. Despite
the declared gender-neutral character of the magazine, male characters
predominate among the main actors (5 male: 2 female).

The gender-neutral sections are: “Holy Scripture”, “Love God”, “The Road
to Good”, which include different religious stories, adapted for preschoolers
(“Christmas gifts”, “Holy Spirit”, “Is it easy to be good?”, “The entrance of the
Lord in Jerusalem”, a story about Mother Teresa). These stories are aimed to forms
in children the foundations of Christian morality — mercy, kindness, sensitivity.
The magazine also contams the number of calendar ritual songs, prayers, fairy tales
and proverbs that informing children about national, historical and ethnocultural
heritage.

A good tradition of the magazine is the section for parents “Angelet school
for parents”, whose credo is: “Be careful, mom and dad' Every child is an Angel'”
1t 1s original bank with the educational complex mcludes gender-neutral advice for
parents on different topics (“Education by Love”, “Good Father: Who is he?”,
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“Play with me, please!”), which helps to understand every child, communication
with his / her “on equal™.

It should be noted that a key advantage of this magazine is focusing on the
personal development and parenting of both sexes, which helps to decrease the
number of gender stereotypes and prejudices among adults.

The information about the benefit of games with dolls for preschoolers of
both sexes is note: "It is very important for girls and boys to play with dolls, which
effects their social development. These role-playing games in the family are very
important for all kids. A doll, which can be fed, dressed, put to sleep, helps to form
maternal instinct. Boys are studying how to be a good father... *; "When you
choosing a toy for a child do not follow patterns and stamps™; “Your child is a
person who is not like anyvone in the world, and she‘he is your main assistant in
his/her education”. The attention 1is paid to the role of the father in the upbringing
and education of the child — from the pregnancy of his wife: “Relationships
between father and his child begin even when the babyv is in the bosom of his/her
mother. Child’ condition depends on the father’s attitude towards him/her. Taking
care of him/her, Dad provides the conditions for the harmonious development of a
child and begins to love him/her...”. Thus, such gender attitudes show the future
parental roles (mothers and father), the partnership role of both parents, and
responsibility for the upbringing of their children.

The section “Read with Mom”, “Read with Dad”, includes different stories
with elements of logical tasks for the development of a child’s thinking,
imagination (crossword puzzles, rebuses, tasks on logic, riddles, labyrinths),
creative abilities (a master class for the production of various characters and fairy
tale heroes). A comparative analysis of the content of the stories, which offered for
joint reading by parents and a child, has shown differences: authors select gender-
neutral texts for reading with a mother and stereotyped — with a father (about
active lifestvles, travels, etc.).

The interesting information also includes the section “Why?”, where
preschoolers leam about different facts about the world of nature and the world of
people. For example, stories about Roksolana — Nastia Lisovska. The girl 1s
depicted with a strong spirit, strong-willed and active person: “She studied Arabic,
Turkish and Persian. She was able to dance, write poetrv, and sing.... After
marrving the Sultan, Nastia Lisovska headed the state when her husband went to
the campaign. Nastia was Ulkrainian women who don't surrender even in a
hopeless situation”.

Girls and boys are shown as equal. active, kind and emphatic personalities in
the stories, fairy tales, and poems. Traditional depicting of both sexes are also
present but is found to be significantly less than in previously analyzed magazines.

The revealed gender stereotypes in the school textbooks “Basic of Health”
and children’s magazines have shown the phenomenon of “hidden discrimination™
and “open discrimination”. Stereotyped presentation of illustrative and textual
material causes the correction of content in accordance with normative educational
documents and the principles of gender equality, ensuring the full personal
development of preschoolers and junior pupils of both sexes.
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Further research areas concern the conducting of the anti-discrimination
expertise of the normative education document and educational content of the
primary school, in particular, the new State Standard of Primary Education (2018),
curricula and textbooks (2018-2019).

7.4 Formation of the Outlook of Senior Preschoolers and Junior
Pupils: Aesthetic Components

In the concept of the Ukrainian national school-family ! two alternative types
of training are considered: the ideologically dogmatic type and the cultural-
ecological type. In the first of these types, a whole series of «pedagogical myths»
function: the ideological type of instruction, the priority of scientific and technical
education, the subject class-lesson system. the oriented textbook, the basis of
instruction, etc. These myths are primarily related to school education, but in many
respects, these myths function implicitly in the existing system of preschool
education. Proceeding from this ideologically dogmatic logic, the child must
master a number of subject knowledge, which makes him ready for school
knowledge. Accordingly, the many-sided development of the child (music,
English, gymnastics, computer, etc.), the presumably functioning preschool
institution. At the same tume, given the fact that the breadth of the range of
knowledge and sklls of the child determines the success of the educational
process, this objective success 1s not a single, and most importantly, a system-
forming criterion of success.

By the end of the 20th century, more and more teachers and psychologists are
inclined to the view that the development of the child's personality should be the
true criterion for the success of educational work in the preschool age, which
translates the educational and educational processes from the subject plane into a
personal one. However, the adoption of such a package poses a serious and still
unresolved problem: how much didactic success leads to the development of the
individual and vice versa.

In addition, there is no personality in the activity approach in psychology,
only a subject of activity. The main definition of activity is objectivity, which
simultaneously characterizes the psyche. However, the space of personality is a
break between activities. E. Fromm showed that such a purely human attitude to
the world, as «love is subjective»: true love 1s not to be an object of love, but its
subject. This same subjectivity of attitude towards the world 1s manifested in the
position of «being», not «having.» This 1s not an activity-transforming attitude
toward the world, in the space of which there 1s only a subject of activity, but a
contemplative, in the space of which a person exists. The personality is
characterized not by what the person did, but by what he refused to do °.
