The organization of educational
excursions for children of different ages can be carried out by educational institutions together with
children's art houses, tourist centers, speleological clubs, tourist circles and other out-of-school
establishments. Excursions are important in a comprehensive approach to the national upbringing of

children, the effectiveness of which is achieved through the unity of religious, labor and moral education. By
presenting a story and show taking into account the emotional perception of children, their national views
and beliefs are formed, the moral formation of personality takes place, knowledge gained at school is
consolidated and expanded, a general outlook develops, a careful attitude to nature is nurtured. Educational
and extracurricular excursions can be arranged for children. The subject of educational excursions depends
on the curriculum of each discipline: physics, chemistry, science, botany, literature, geography, history and
others that children study. Such excursions can be conducted by excursion specialists and teachers who teach
children, in accordance with the requirements and objectives of the school program. Extracurricular
excursions are conducted by guides of excursion institutions. They are no longer built according to the
requirements of academic disciplines and programs, but according to thematic areas: historical, architectural,
art history, production and others, and sightseeing tours of the city or region. Excursion institutions can also
organize for children excursions to museums, zoos, botanical gardens, planetariums, reserves for the use of
various modes of transport. Production tours acquaint children with the technology of production, give an
understanding of production processes, arouse interest in various professions. Development of excursions for
children - creative work on the development and improvement of methods for different age groups. There are
great requirements for a guide who conducts excursions with schoolchildren. In addition to performing his
direct professional duties as a guide, he must be an educator, teacher, he must know well the school
curriculum, and must know the psychology of children to understand the children’s audience, be sensitive
and attentive to their reaction, be able to quickly and easily install contact with the audience, keep the
children's attention throughout the excursions and take into account their thoughts and feelings.
