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INFLUENCE OF GEOPOLITICAL FACTORS ON INTERNATIONAL TOURISM

International tourism, under the influence of the processes of globalization and integration, is
developing most dynamically and is becoming a factor that depends on the growth of the economy,
increasing the country's competitiveness on world markets, and improving the well-being of the
population. Today, as a phenomenon of the global order, tourism is increasingly becoming a
geopolitical phenomenon, as evidenced by the unprecedented volume of international tourist flows
that have crossed the boundaries of the purely economic sphere.
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Among the main geopolitical factors that directly affect the dynamics and distribution of
tourist flows, the following should be mentioned:

1. Political coups.

2. Military conflicts that can destroy the tourism industry in a short time.

3. Terrorist attacks. In this sense, tourism is the most attractive phenomenon used as a tool of
political influence [1].

Real dangers, in particular caused by political factors: internal and international conflicts in
the escalation stage, inability to control a certain part of the state territory, missions of peacekeeping
contingents, activities of terrorist organizations, limit, sometimes make it impossible to visit the
country. That is why countries and regions that are involved in long-term armed conflicts or are the
base of terrorist organizations are excluded from the world tourist exchange.

Conflicts of controlled escalation, including long ones, in the event that the theater of military
operations is limited to a small area, do not exclude the possibility of tourists visiting resort areas and
tourist centers, provided that they are far from the areas of confrontation, and the state can guarantee
the safety of travelers. So, despite the fact that the Arab-Israeli conflict is one of the longest in the
world, the borders of Israel have not been officially defined, the three regions are disputed by
neighboring state entities and periodically come under fire, the country has been visited by 2,5 to 3,5
million foreign tourists every year during the last decade. tourists [2].

In the case of conflicts caused by internal political crises, which are not long-lasting and are
settled without the participation of external forces, as well as unrepeated acts of terrorism that occur
in developed countries with a stable domestic and foreign political situation, the decrease in the inflow
of foreign tourists may not occur or will be insignificant. The credit of tourists' trust in such tourist
centers as Paris, Rome, Nice, London does not run out after cases of terrorist acts. However, if internal
political instability develops into mass civil unrest with the participation of terrorist organizations and
criminal groups, then the situation in the eyes of potential tourists is associated with the inefficiency
of the state government, its inability to ensure the safety of both citizens and visitors. In such cases,
the reduction in the flow of tourists becomes a reaction to those events that have already taken place,
takes place in the time periods following the incidents, is very significant, and the recovery is slow.

The war in Ukraine clearly showed the dependence of tourism on geopolitical factors.
Restoration of tourist flows to the country is possible only after the final termination of the military
conflict and the de-occupation of the territories.
