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POLITICAL EUPHEMISMS IN ONLINE MEDIA CONTENT

Political euphemisms serve a number of purposes. Recent studies have indicated that they
are used to construct politically correct language which results in eliminating societal
discrimination and protecting people from malicious issues and events. However, political
euphemisms remain a tool of manipulation and deception in order to conceal the truth from
people.

The term -euphemisml derives from the Greek language, and it is closely related to
ancient philosophy, because even Democritus mentioned -euthymiall (a phonetic variant of the
term -euphemiall) as a good state of mind and contentment and was interpreted as speaking
words that have a good omen, refraining from words that announce about something bad [3].

The euphemization of the language indicates the development of the system of linguistic
and cultural values among speakers of modern English. Euphemisms of the modern English
language are indicators of changes taking place in the society, including the influence of the
Western culture. Such a process is natural, as changes in the social cultural sphere are reflected
in language, and language changes in turn actively participate in social processes and influence
them. Language is the main symbolic reality of culture, and the linguistic picture of the world
reproduces the worldview of the speakers of the language.

People closely associate euphemisms with the military-political sphere and PC‘s ideas.
Euphemisms aim to soften attitudes to negative social phenomena, inhumane policies, and
aggressive military actions. Euphemisms in English devoted to military themes circulate in
online media content [2].

In the political sphere, euphemisms represent something better than it is. Compared to the
euphemisms of everyday speech, euphemisms of the political scope hide unpleasant facts about
military situations and the alleged happenings in combat zones. In the modern day political
media discourse, euphemisms allow us to stick to indirect strategies for describing negative
statements‘ ideological meaning and significance in the context of wars. Certain content avoids
talking explicitly about political and social issues that are taking place in the world. The
substitute expressions are used instead.

Thus we can distinguish the following factors of its occurrence can be attributed to the

prerequisites of the euphemization process: psychological factors are determined by the work of
consciousness, social one are defined by social norms, landmarks; value factors are determined
by evaluations of the concept from the point of view of acceptability or unacceptability of the
form of expression [1].
