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Nowadays everyone understands that the Internet has tremendous information
capabilities and is used in all spheres of life. The Internet creates a unique opportunity
for those who are learning a foreign language to use authentic texts, listen to and
communicate with native speakers. By using the information resources of the Internet
and integrating them into the educational process, you can solve a number of didactic
tasks during classes more effectively:

— to develop reading skills by using materials of the network of various degrees
of complexity;

— to improve listening skills based on authentic audio texts of the Internet;

— to improve the formation of monologic and dialogic speech skills by means
of discussion of problematic aspects presented by a teacher or by some of the students
based on the network materials;

— to get acquainted with the culture, which includes the linguistic etiquette,
especially the linguistic behavior of different people in the context of communication,
peculiarities of culture, and traditions of the country (based on currently studied
language).

So here are some suggestions on how to use the Internet in the classroom to make
your learning process more exciting and effective:

1. English speaking newspapers, magazines and books [1, p. 17]. When we use
them to the students’ level of English, such kind od activities may be interesting to
read, can trigger some discussion during class, and increase students’ cultural
awareness. Thus, electronic newspapers, magazines and other types of published
features are a great opportunity for teachers and students, since they are in the public
domain, and moreover, they are free.

2. Watching video episodes [1, p. 18]. Educators can download various videos
depending on the studied topic. This method is the best way to make students develop
and get used to the accent of a native speaker. There are three basic stages which can
be used while working with videos at lessons: pre-viewing, while-viewing and after-
viewing [1, p. 18]. It is also a great idea to engage students in watching their favourite
TV shows in the language of the original.

3. Another great teaching tool may be listening to songs. As far as we all know,
everybody loves listening to music. How can you use it for studying? For example, you
can play the song and then lead a discussion on the meaning of the lyrics. Often students
hold strong views about music and students who are usually quiet can become very
talkative when discussing it [1, p. 18]. It is also a great way to memorise new
vocabulary, as all of us could have already noticed that the amount of songs’ lyrics we
know by heart is much greater than for example the amount of some learnt stuff at
school that we might have forgotten right after finishing course.

4. Using different learning games or apps. Nowadays, almost every student
beyond primary school has a smartphone. How can you engage your students this way?
Well, there are a lot of amazing apps to make your lesson interactive, visual and
fun! [2]. The most well known example of such app is Kahoot. It’s competitive and
that’s why students like it, as they like the feeling of the triumph. You can create a fun
multiple choice quiz based on currently studied topic. To start the game students have
to enter the unique quiz code on their smartphone app or you can also give them access
to the game via special link. Students have to choose the right answer as quickly as
possible. They don’t even have to type the answers but just tap the engaging colors on
their screen. For each right answer they score a particular amount of points. If the
answer is correct and the student was very fast to answer, the student gets more points
than a slow student [2]. Another useful app is Quizlet. It focusses on terms and
definitions. You simply add your class and make a quiz. Students can either download
the app to their mobile phones or find Quizlet on Google. After that they search for a
quiz made by their teacher. They can also create their own study sets.

On the ground of the above-stated, we can sum up that the Internet can bring
effective and positive benefits to the process of teaching foreign languages.
