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competence, which is included in the list of key educational competencies, and implies
tolerance and empathy.

In our opinion, achieving this goal is facilitated by providing students with
accessible information on the idea of gender equality, demonstrating the benefits of joint
activities of members of different sexes and giving examples of gender inequality. For
example, women have fewer prospects than men in finding a well-paid job and therefore
being at risk of poverty.

Among the most effective forms of work, in our opinion, the preference should be
given to role-playing games, business games, case method, essay writing. Such forms give
students the opportunity to put themselves in the place of others, to understand what
gender stereotypes and prejudices they may face in future professional activities or to
present their own experience of gender socialization.

Promoting the growth of students “gender awareness will lead, in our opinion, to
students” understanding of the existence of hidden gender stereotypes and prejudices in
the professional sphere. We are sure, students’ gender awareness will help prevent various
manifestations of gender inequality against future professionals, as they will be able to
resist these manifestations, and at the same time promote a conscious, free from gender
stereotypes and prejudices, attitude to others in their future careers.

We see the prospects of our research in the development of a number of practical
classes to advance high school teachers’ gender awareness.

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GENDER ASPECT OF PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCE
OF THE FUTURE TEACHER IN COMBATING BULLYING
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The changes taking place in the Ukrainian secondary and higher education actualize
the problem of forming the professional competences of future teachers, as subjects of
creating a safe and healthy educational environment [1]. The study of the safety of the
educational environment through the prism of the formation of professional competence
of the future specialist in combating bullying in educational institutions has its specifics.
Because it is carried out on the border of social psychology, a theory of children’s rights,
social pedagogy, management psychology, a theory of gender education, a theory of
competence education.

The experience of research work of the Center for Gender Education of
Zaporizhzhia National University has shown that this problem has three aspects: gender,
psychological and pedagogical, legal [2]. Gender stereotypes are internal attitudes about
the place of men and women in society, their functions and social tasks. Discrimination is
that individuals or groups in society may not receive any assistance or rights due to stigma.
The formation of stigma occurs at two levels of communication — interpersonal and mass.
At the first level, a certain position is formed concerning a particular person or group,
sometimes based on a one-time negative experience of interaction. In the second level,
mass communications play a significant role. Bullying can take many forms. The key
characteristic is the system. It creates multiple repetitions and this distinguishes bullying
from a single manifestation of aggressive behaviour. Based on these provisions, a concept
was developed to study the impact of gender stereotypes on student behaviour in a
bullying situation. In the process of preparation, diagnostic tools were developed to study
the impact of gender stereotypes on the behaviour of students in a bullying situation.

In turn, the procedure for determining the impact of gender stereotypes on
behaviour in a bullying situation was reduced to the choice of high school students,
students, teachers, high school teachers of different answers in situations. The first
situation was: «If a boy in a situation of harassment seeks help from parents, teachers, a
psychologist, he is considered:

— aweakling;

— his actions are assessed as correct.

40,9 % of surveyed school teachers believed that if a boy in a situation of
harassment seeks help from parents, teachers, a psychologist, he is considered, among
other answers, «weakling»: students — 26,3 %; school teachers — 40,9 %; university
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
