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METHODS OF READING COMPREHENSION ASSESSMENT
FOR STUDENTS OF PHILOLOGY

English reading competence is the process of simultaneously extracting and constructing

meaning through interaction and involvement in written language. It is extremely important for
students to succeed in today's educational environment. Reading competence is the ability to analyze
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a text, understand its meaning and interpret it. Particular attention is paid to the method of controlling
the level of formation of English-language competence in reading for students of philological
specialties.

Assessment is considered as one of the important pedagogical practices of both teaching and
learning. It provides a set of tools and techniques used in classrooms and it helps teachers pinpoint
the needs and competencies of their students.

Emphasis is placed on strategies, controls, and assessment levels to be used in assessing
reading comprehension. There are placement, formative, intermediate and final types of control. In
addition, there are four levels of assessment of English-language competence in reading: Literal level,
Inferential level, Appreciative level, and Evaluative level.

It is established that a quality pedagogical test is a tool of control and evaluation by means of
which it is possible to objectively measure and evaluate the personality trait that is provided for the
purpose of testing. To create the correct test for assessing foreign language competence in reading
technique, three stages of working with a foreign language text are suggested, namely a pre-
reading stage; a while-reading stage and a post-read- ing stage requirements for foreign language
texts, which include educational, cognitive value and compliance of the content of the text with the
age characteristics of students.

To assess the methods of reading comprehension assessment, 3 groups and 10 types of TOEFL
international test exercises were taken as a basis, namely Inference questions, Basic information, and
Reading to learn questions.

The results of experimental training testify to the high efficiency of two groups of exercises
of the proposed method of English-language competence in reading students and the feasibility of its
use in the educational process.

Thus, we state that the purpose of our study was achieved, because we theoretically
substantiated the effectiveness of the method of assessing English language proficiency in reading
using international TOEFL tests, and confirmed its high effectiveness through experimental training
of second-year students of the English philology department of V. Hnatyuk Ternopil National
Pedagogical University. This gives us the right to assert the feasibility of using methods in the
educational process for the formation of reading skills of students.
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
