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FORMATION OF COMPETENCE IN SPEAKING IN A STUDENT-CENTERED
CLASSROOM

Foreign language proficiency is one of the main competencies that future foreign language
teachers must have in order to be successful in achieving the goal of participating in intercultural
communication and in performing professional duties. At the same time, speaking is a complex type
of speech activity, the mastery of which requires the use of learning techniques aimed at the formation
of speech speaking skills.

To function in communication, speaking as a type of speech activity requires its own special
competence. Studies of communicative competence confirm the need to include the subsystem of
foreign language competence in speaking in the system of foreign language communicative
competence — a complex psychological and methodological formation, which achieves unity of
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language and speech, as foreign language competence in speech is formed on the basis of phonetic,
lexical and grammatical competence. Speaking competence is individual and dynamic, it belongs to
the class of individual abilities that are formed as a result of the interaction of the individual with the
social environment. The sphere of manifestation of these abilities is the activity process, in our case —
the activity of speaking.

The methodology has a large number of works that consider the classification of dialogic and
monologue utterances. This is due to the complexity of speaking as a complex type of speech activity,
both forms of which (dialogic speech and monologue speech) have certain psychological, linguistic
and communicative characteristics.

Student-centeredness, in our opinion, should be based on the following conceptual principles:
1) expectations of the student's ability to perform academic tasks; 2) tolerance and democracy in
communication with students; 3) encouraging students to achieve appropriate social behavior; 4)
feedback from students on the formation of their appropriate model of behavior.

Thus, student-centered approach in higher education has a number of advantages and is
considered to be one of the most promising. Student-centeredness meets the requirements and
demands of modern society, which needs competent, creative, enterprising individuals.
