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FACILITATION ASPECTS OF THE FORMATION PROCESS OF ENGLISH
COMPETENCE OF STUDENTS OF SECONDARY EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS

The concept of implementing the national policy in the field of reforming general secondary
education "New Ukrainian School" regulates the main aspects of modern pedagogy. Among them:
respect for the individual; friendliness and positive attitude; trust in relationships; dialogue —
interaction — mutual respect; distributed leadership (proactivity, the right to choose and responsibility
for it); principles of social partnership (voluntary acceptance of communication, obligation to fulfill
agreements) [3].
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Effective implementation of the conceptual foundations of pedagogical partnerships in school
education requires a radical rethinking of the role and functions of teachers. Pedagogical facilitation
1s gaining more and more popularity in this direction.

According to scientists and pedagogical practitioners, the pedagogy of partnership accepts the
student as a voluntary and interested colleague, like-minded, equal participant in the pedagogical
process, caring and responsible for its results [2, p. 38].

Facilitation as a psychological and pedagogical phenomenon of interaction of educational
subjects was studied by foreign and domestic scientists: K. Rogers, R. Dimukhametov, A. Sirazeeza,
O. Shakhmatova, G. Ball, S. Borisyuk, N. Volkova, O. Levchenko, V. Nesterenko, I. Kubareva,
O. Fisun, S. Khilko, K. Shevchenko, S. Omelchenko, T. Shulyk, O. Galitsan.

K. Shevchenko defines that pedagogical facilitation is a process of interaction between
teachers and students, based on the principles of humanism, polysubjectivity and tolerance, as well
as the teacher's ability to create such an educational space becomes a measure of his professionalism
[5].

O.B. Fisun emphasizes that the purpose of facilitation is the organization of effective work of
students on the basis of humanism, personal self-development, constructive interaction [4].

K. Rogers argues that the means of facilitation interaction can educate individuals who are
able to act on their own initiative and be responsible for these actions; capable of reasonable choice
and self-direction; are critical in their actions, able to evaluate the contributions made by others;
manage the knowledge needed to solve the problem; able to flexible and intelligent adaptation to new
problem situations; freely and creatively using all the experience suitable for this problem; be able to
cooperate effectively with other people in various activities; work not at the expense of understanding
from the person, and realizing own socialized purposes [1, p. 79].

Researchers identify the following most important characteristics of facilitation in education:

e interaction of the teacher with students, as well as students with each other, with aim to
understand, support;

e own position: each participant has the right to his own opinion, the teacher-facilitator is
sincerely interested in the opinion of others, without imposing his freedom;

e individuality and efficiency: each subject of communication is recognized as a unique
person, the teacher-facilitator is attentive to all students, not only to leaders and the most active;

e self-disclosure: the teacher-facilitator pedagogically competently expresses his own
feelings and emotional experiences, reducing the psychological protection and barriers of feeling
between the participants of interactions;

e organization of educational environment: facilitative organization of space allows free
establishment of eye contact, joint actions, combining verbal and improper use of means of
communication, emotional states, causing feedback and interconnection [5].

Interpreting the higher position of the process of formation of English lexical competence in
high school students, it should be noted that for better motivation of students to learn, teach them to
use interesting methodological publications that will promote greater development and faster
assimilation of materials.

We offer such methods as:

e complete physical reaction;

e intelligence map;

e dialogic method;

e game method.

Each of the above provisions can implement facilitation aspects that contribute not only to the
formation of the team skills, but also to the development of intellectual and creative potential of each
individual, as well as responsibility for humanization in the educational process declared in the New
Ukrainian School Concept.
