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METHODS AND EXERCISES TO PREVENT MISTAKES IN WRITING

Writing as a skill is very important in teaching and learning language. The practical value of
writing is great because it is used in various fields of human activity: in science, culture, in the media,
etc. [1, p. 205].

Lifelong learning cannot be implemented without writing. Hence the relevance of our
research.

The object of our research is the process of teaching writing to secondary school students.
The subject of research is the ways of preventing mistakes in secondary school students’ writing.
A significant part of the research is creating a sequence of exercises and tasks for the formation
of written speech for students of secondary school. The objective of this paper is to analyse
methods and exercises to prevent mistakes in writing of secondary school students. To achieve
this objective, we have set the following tasks: to research various methods and exercises for
teaching writing in a foreign language at secondary school; to analyze methods and exercises as
the means to prevent mistakes in written foreign speech; to explain the necessity of developing
of such methods.

Teaching to write in a foreign language is an important task of a modern school. It helps to
memorize lexical and grammatical material, to develop competences in reading, listening, speaking.
Secondary school students often make mistakes while writing a foreign language. These mistakes
should be seen as signs of learning. Right teaching methods and exercises can help to prevent mistakes
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in written statements [2]. There are many different exercises and tasks which teachers can used to
teach both product and process writing. S. Verner recommends using effective pre-writing methods
such as brainstorming, free writing, journalistic questions, cluster mapping, flow charting and
double/triple entry [3], The teacher should carefully plan preparation for writing stage, use fun
activities such as “Parents never say”, common mistakes analysis on the board and correction code

[2].

The use of various teaching methods, exercises and tasks while teaching writing to students
in foreign language lessons allows to make the learning process more interesting, more creative,
activates the cognitive and creative abilities of students, makes the process of learning to write
exciting; and also forms the ability to correctly express their thoughts in writing in a foreign language
[1, p. 215-218]. Written exercises should be performed regularly in each foreign language lesson.
Assigning homework exercises teachers have to remember that at least one exercise must be done in
writing.

The following conclusions can be made: competence in writing is an integral part of the students’
communicative competence as it is a target competence and assists in forming of other competences;
various methods, exercises and tasks can be used as tools for successful writing; a sequence of activities
or exercises leads to enhanced written production in a foreign language. The prospect for further
research lies in analysis of mistakes in writing by Ukrainian secondary school students.
