ELECTRONIC PRACTICAL EDUCATIONAL WORK ON THE DISCIPLINE
«FOREIGN LANGUAGE (FOR PROFESSIONAL PURPOSES)»

The purpose of teaching a foreign language in the Separate structural subdivision
«Motor Transport Technical College of Kryvyi Rih National University» is practical
mastery of language, the ability to communicate at the household and professional
levels, as well as mastering skills and abilities to use text as a source of information and
various types of reading in order to obtain information contained in the text.

Recently, the educational and professional importance of foreign language in the
labor market has increased, which allowed the discipline «Foreign language (for
professional purposes)» to occupy its rightful place in a number of special disciplines
studied in technical institutions of higher education.

Teachers of the subject commission of foreign philology have developed
electronic practical educational work on English for college students, which includes:
grammar material, English for everyday communication, tasks to develop reading skills,
translation, and communication on general science topics.

The task of this practical educational work is to develop communication skills
among students of transport profile in everyday life, preparation for work with scientific
literature in English (translation, various types of reading, professional communication),
as well as acquaintance with linguistic information on topics related to their future
specialty, in accordance with the educational and work programs.

The practical educational work involves repetition of grammatical material on the
discipline «Foreign Language» at the level of generalization and its further study,
systematic repetition of tenses in comparison and practice of their use, communicative
orientation of exercises, use of colloquial formulas, focus on professional
communication, skills of obtaining, processing and transmission of scientific and
technical information.

What is the difference between learning process (with using electronic means)
and other activities? First of all, the use of electronic pedagogical resources is an open
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learning system that involves active communication between teacher and student using
modern technologies. This form of education gives the freedom to choose the place,
time and pace of learning.

The defining feature of the educational electronic work on «Foreign language (for
professional purposes)» is that it implements a «step-by-step» procedure of practical
work, in which the work is performed in separate, logically complete fragments. During
the work, the implementation of the entire cycle of practical work (perception —
awareness — consolidation — application) is ensured.

Instructions for practical work contain a clear plan, according to which the
activities of students in the classroom are built. Among the main criteria for selecting
tasks for practical work are the following: informative, interesting, scientific content,
the presence of samples of monologue and dialogue language as models for the
development of other language activities, the availability of language material needed to
perform various language activities on a particular topic, the presence of nonverbal
information.

Before starting the work, the student, using theoretical information, has the
opportunity to repeat the theoretical material, to exercise self-control, giving answers to
control questions, and to get acquainted with the algorithm of work.

This approach forms the ability of practical knowledge of a foreign language as a
means of communication in everyday, general and professional spheres, manages
mental activity, carries out mental development, promotes significant activation of
mental activity, development of students’ ability to understand and regulate this activity.

Electronic test control of the process of practical work stimulates interest in
mental work and allows students to detect errors.

This electronic workshop includes 16 practical works. Each practical work
contains the necessary structural components of the educational process: information
(text material in accordance with the topic of the lesson); practical (recommendations
and instructions for practical work); certification (control of acquired knowledge,
assessment of the level of academic achievements).

Thus, we come to conclusion that electronic works are an effective means of
learning that helps to increase students’ interest in the subject, their quality training,
development of creative thinking, aesthetic education.

The use of computer software during the practical work on the discipline
«Foreign language (for professional purposes)» increases:

— students’ interest in a new form of practical work;

— the speed and depth of knowledge mastering;

— efficiency of realization and possibility of application of general didactic
principles of training.

The proposed practical educational work is the result of a huge experience in
teaching English in the College of transport profile and work on the selection and
systematization of material.
