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Summary:

Gorb K.M. SCIENTIFICALLY-METHODICAL BASES OF ECO-GEOGRAPHICAL
VALUATION OF THE UKRAINES NATURE HERITAGE AS A FACTOR OF THE
PROTECTION.

The article is devoted to research one of the most important factors of granting to the natural
areas of the protected status — to the wilderness. There are 10 criteria of choice areas of wild nature
concerning to the naturally-ecological and socially-economic terms of Ukraine. The level of
wilderness in natural areas with using new methodical approaches and means is described in details.
We have selected 38 indexes of the estimation which are unified in 10 groups of two basic blocks.
The conception and method of determination is grounded by category of the broken state of natural
territory, 5 degrees of natural landscapes are selected. The common directions of conception
“passport of natural territory”’ are determined. The results of approbation of the developed
methodical procedure of estimation are represented with using 7 natural areas in different regions of
Ukraine, which are based on materials of the expeditionary research under the direction of author.
The directions of practical application of the developed methodical system are offered.

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Summary:

Ivan Kruhlov. GEOECOLOGY AND GEOGRAPHY.

The relations between geoecology, in its five main interpretations, and geographical
disciplines are analyzed in order to find the most prospective concept for the further development of
geoecology. It is found out that the geoecological concepts significantly "overlap" with, and even
duplicate, established geographical and bioecological ideas. The idea of geoecology as an
environmental science with no specific study object (Topchiev, 1996) is not fruitful owing to the
threat to be "dissolved" in special systematic disciplines like environmental geomorphology etc.
Geoecology as a study of biotic (Troll, 1972) and abiotic (Leser, 1997) interactions within an
elementary landscape unit has a strong competitor in ecology — synecology (biogeocenology). Thus
more advantageous seem to be ideas connecting geoecology and integrated geography (Bachynskyi,
1989; Hugget, 1995; Blumenstein et al., 2000). The concept of geoecology as an applied
interdisciplinary social-and-natural science of geoecosystems (Bachynskyi, 1989) might be
especially fruitful — it substitutes, to a great extent, classic "unified" geography, whose position is
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rather week nowadays. It is important now to develop geoecology from the conceptual level to the
level of the established multidisciplinary approach by means of case studies based on modern
research techniques.
