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A United Nations General Assembly Resolution "Transforming our world: The
2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development™ of September 25, 2015 announced a new
action plan aimed at putting the world on a path of sustainable development. One of
the 17 Global Goals of Sustainable Development is Goal 4 “Quality Education™:
“Ensure inclusive and equitable quality education and promote lifelong learning

opportunities for all” [1, p. 14/35].
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The New Ukrainian School Concept is one of the key innovations of the Ministry
of Education and Science of Ukraine to fulfill this goal. Today it is necessary to form
a person who is able to creatively, consciously, independently determine their activities
because the social order of society changed in relation to education. That is why the
question of acquiring relevant competencies by the students becomes urgent. In this
sense, the current stage of education is characterized by an intensive search for new
approaches in theory and practice.

Competencies are necessary for effective activity in a certain direction.
Competency is a formed quality, an integrative formation of an individual, the result
of his or her activity. The competency determines level of his or her competence.
Competence is a predetermined requirement for knowledge and experience of activity
in a certain field.

According to Recommendation of the European Parliament and of the Council
of 18 December 2006 on key competences for lifelong learning, competences are
defined ““as a combination of knowledge, skills and attitudes appropriate to the context”
and key competences are those which all individuals need for personal fulfilment and
development, active citizenship, social inclusion and employment [2, p. 394/13].

Starting in September 2018, 12-year secondary education in Ukraine replaced
11-year. According to the New Ukrainian School Concept [3], educated graduates will
be able to ensure the sustainable economic development of Ukraine. A graduate of the
New Ukrainian School: personality, patriot, innovator. Therefore, secondary school
should ensure the comprehensive development of the students, giving them modern
and relevant knowledge, practical skills and abilities, fostering critical and creative
thinking, social responsibility and patriotism.

The New Ukrainian School is a kind of school where opinion of students is
respected. The New Ukrainian School Concept will be based on, but not limited to, the
Recommendation of the European Parliament and of the Council [2]. According to the
New Ukrainian School Concept, “key competencies are those that everyone needs for
personal fulfillment, development, an active role in the community, social
involvement, and employment, and that can secure personal attainment and self-
actualization throughout life” [3, p. 10].

The New Ukrainian School Concept puts forward new requirements for teachers
and training of future teachers.
