The analysis of the cohesive and coherent potential of terminological lexis in economic discourse
has revealed that linguistic form of cohesive means presents the significant cognitive potential and is
predetermined by the structure information status, the forms of localization in a discursive space,
conceptual characteristics as means of recipient’s orientation of language resources needed to form or
change mental representations at various stages of the communicative process.
