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of participants in the educational process, their personal communication in joint educational and
cognitive activities, as well as the objective need of students for cooperation and their subjective need
for communication, mutual influence and mutual responsibility, coordination and coherence of
actions, mutual understanding between participants didactic game in the process of acquiring
knowledge.

To sum up, it can be confidently asserted that the use of lexical didactic games in a foreign
language lesson is of a high methodological potential in the system of foreign language teaching aids,
positively influencing the development of students' cognitive interests, contributing to the conscious
acquisition of a foreign language and the development of schoolchildren's lexical skills. The use of
didactic games in the study of a foreign language in elementary grades is an effective method that
contributes to increasing motivation, enriching vocabulary, developing speaking skills, and expanding
the worldview of students.

INTERACTIVE TECHNOLOGIES AS MEANS OF ENGLISH-SPEAKING
COMPETENCE FORMATION OF SECONDARY SCHOOL STUDENTS

The main features of speaking as a productive type of speech activity are motivation (the need
for communication), purposefulness (the goal of communication), situational context (the content and
conditions of communication), pace, and heuristics (spontaneity and unpredictability of actions) [7, p.
77].

The article aims to theoretically substantiate interactive technologies as a means of English-
speaking competence formation of secondary school students.

Speaking is an important language learning skill that is difficult to master or teach. There are
many reasons why speaking skills are not developed in general education school classes. If oral tasks
are not part of the tests, teachers may not prioritize speaking. Another reason lies in the teaching
methods. A teacher might use materials that focus primarily on writing skills and the accuracy of
grammatical structures. Thus, even the communicative teaching method can be limited to improving
only writing, reading, and listening skills [8, p. 96].

Speaking can be taught through various competencies: communicative competence, linguistic
competence, sociolinguistic competence, and pragmatic competence. The pragmatic context
determines the appropriate sociolinguistic language that can be used in a given situation, while
linguistic competence provides the language resources for speaking.

Speech activity is “an active, purposeful, language-mediated, and situation-driven process of
receiving and delivering a speech message in the interaction between people” [5, p. 59].

Linguists distinguish three concepts: language, speech, and speech activity. Language is the
primary means of human communication and the transmission of information from one person to
another. Speech is how we use language in the communication process. Speech activity encompasses
both language and speech including the internal means of its realization.
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
