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TEMPORAL CONCEPTUAL METAPHORS IN POLITICAL NARRATIVES

Introduction. Studying metaphors in political narratives is crucial for understanding how
leaders can influence and manipulate their audience through evoking the emotional responses of
people. The main goal of this article is to analyze how temporal conceptual metaphors shape political
narratives, especially during the ongoing war in Ukraine.

Analysis. Metaphor is considered the most widely and frequently used rhetorical device in
English since the time of Aristotle. Chahbane, K., and Zrizi, H. believe that language has always
been a powerful tool for influencing people's minds [1, p.116]. A conceptual metaphor is a cognitive
mechanism that allows one domain of experience to be understood in terms of another. Pankakoski,
T. thinks that temporal metaphors often structure political discourse, giving concrete images to
abstract concepts [4, p.20]. Nowadays, metaphors have become a notable feature in political

discourses, particularly those surrounding the war in Ukraine.
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
