numbers of both internal and external migrants.

At the same time, in countries such as the Czech Republic (95.3%), Germany (78.7%) and
Estonia (78.65%), as well as Latvia and Lithuania, the vast majority of migrants in 2023 were
external compared to internal. This situation is largely due to the intensification of refugee flows
due to the war in Ukraine. Ukrainians choose these states due to favorable conditions for
integration, a large Ukrainian diaspora and established labor migration routes that operated even
before the war. It is obvious that such a significant wave of immigrants from outside the European
Union is largely due to the war in Ukraine, which caused a massive forced displacement of the
population. The favorable conditions created for Ukrainian citizens in many European countries
also have a significant impact. To this should be added the numerous Ukrainian diasporas that have
long existed in these countries and the established labor migration routes, the origins of which date
back to the pre-war period. In general, the countries with the largest number of internal migrants are
Germany, Spain, and the Netherlands, which accept the largest number of migrants due to their
economic stability and social support.
