EARTH MYTHOLOGEME IN UKRAINIAN MUSIC IN THE CONTEXT OF SPRING
THEME: THE RITUAL AND SOCIAL ASPECTS

The embodiment of spring rituals in the academic music has received several major directions,
such as: spring invocation, spring and New Year caroling, awakening from a winter sleep, sowing and
fertilizing of the Earth. Mythologeme of the Earth is one of the main topics in the diversity of
Vesnianky (spring) genre. It is usually described based on the oldest cosmogonical and autonomic-
economic grounds, and also partly on love and marriage.

The interpretation of mythologeme of the Earth, in the context of spring renewal theme, was
studied in this article. Two perspectives of this interpretation were pointed out.

The first one is analysed based on the material of the choral opera “Games of Yatran’” by
1. Shamo, that has became a generalized reflection of the folk song tradition in the light of new choral
thinking and various difficult options of choral texture. The mythologeme of the Earth, in the context of
spring theme, is shown by the anthem of joy, and is added by the theme of respect and protection of the
Sfruitful Earth.

“A fruitful mother” is a lexical item, which brings together the essence of the opera “Games
of Yatran” with the cantata “Spring” by M. Skoryk based on the verses of I. Franko, where in the end
one can hear such words: “The Earth, my fruitful mother ...” taken from the cycle “Vesnianky”
(poems about spring). However, in chorus opera, the lexical unit has cosmogonical and vegetative
meaning, while in cantata it becomes socially marked.
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The second aspect is shown through the analysis of the cantata “Spring” by M. Skoryk based
on the verses from the cycle “Vesnianky” by I. Franko. Mythologemes of the natural forces in the
cantata, as well as in the poetic cycle, has become the thematic background for the development of the
main idea — “springs of nation”. Spring symbols are transferred into the philosophical and social
context. Spring is treated as a philosophical category denoting the new life of the insurgent nations —
their “springs”, when “millions are waiting for a happy change”, when there is a “thunder” of
million voices, when it is time for ploughmen to work, the time for people who sow the seeds of a new
life, “the golden grain” of an aware nation. In the foreground there is a figure of a poet with his
willingness of freedom and better life.

Thus, the works, which clearly embody the meaning of the mythologeme of the Earth in the
context of spring theme, were born in the works of I. Shamo and M. Skoryk in the 1960-1970 years.
The Choral opera “Games of Yatran’ reveals the full meaning of the ceremonial calendar
mythologeme, while cantata “Spring” shows its social and philosophical nature.

The mythologeme of the Earth in the context of the spring theme appears in its philosophical
evolution from ritual calendar to the social aspects, as Mother Earth and Earth-Nation that are
waiting for the “spring”.

THE CREATIVE WORK OF BOHDAN TORBA IN SAMBIR DISTRICT
(THE SECOND HALF OF THE XX — THE BEGINNING OF THE XXI CENTURIES)

The article is devoted to the analysis of the creative work of the renowned culture worker,
conductor, composer and pedagogue, Bohdan Torba. In particular, it describes his contribution to the
development of the cultural and artistic life of Sambir and the district. Sambir district is rich in
cultural life and local cultural workers, one of such artists is Bohdan Torba. Since Bohdan Torba'’s
early years of work at Sambir technical college, which prepared cultural-educational workers, the
best traditions of artistic life were established, that fact was demonstrated by one of the artistic groups
of the educational establishment. The choir created by Bohdan Ivanovych performed the popular
arrangement of folk songs, original compositions: “Vechornytsi” by P. Nishchynsky, “Oh, poor is the
seagull”, “Kozak is being carried” in M. Leontovych’s arrangement, “Shepherd” by Y. Kozak etc.,
which appeared in the repertoire of the choir, and the composer’s own arrangement. Then Bohdan
Torba organized a choir consisting of teachers from Sambir. The representatives of Sambir schools of
general education became the members of the new group.
