Annotation. Analysis of five natural (Lemska, Gutyn Tomnatyk, Sheshul-Pavlyk,
Krachunyeska, Troyaska-Tataruka) and one man-made (Pozhyzhevska) populations of G.
lutea of the Ukrainian Carpathians based on the parameters of genetic diversity
(polimorphy, heterozygosis, the division of the total genetic variation for intra- and
interpopulation) and ecological characteristics (density, age structure, the ability to self-
sustaining) as well. Total (Dt) and effective (De) population density and number of indices:
regeneration (RI), substitution (SI), aging (Al), age (A) and efficiency (o) were determined.
Vitality analysis of populations was performed by the method of Yu. A. Zlobin, while the
type of strategy determined by Y. V. Tsaryk approach. Character of self-sustaining was
determined by the ratio between the number of individuals of generative and vegetative
origin. Analysis of genetic diversity of populations was performed by labeling inter-satellite
sequences (ISSR-PCR) and arbitrary DNA ones (RAPD-PCR). Comprehensive analysis of
the population states by their ecological and genetic parameters were performed similarly to
the 5-point system of Beltyukova N.M. (2010). For the first time an integrated ecological
and genetic approach to assessing the current state of the six populations of G. lutea of
Ukrainian Carpathians was used. The research results can be used for stabilizing the number
of violations and restoring the endangered natural populations.
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It was established that the indices of genetic polymorphism were similar for different
investigated populations. It was found significant genetic divergence, which is due to their
geographic isolation and differences in growth conditions. By the results of complex
ecological and genetic analysis of G. lutea populations were classified into three groups:
stable, relatively stable, unstable. The stability of populations (Lemska, Sheshul-Pavlyk), to
our mind, is defined as their environmental and genetic characteristics and location in the
conservation area. All this together provides the ability of populations to survive and adapt
to changing environmental conditions. As relatively stable was classified population from
Gutyn Tomnatyk mount, which, despite the small number of individuals showed high levels
of genetic polymorphism. This conservation of the genetic diversity by scanty isolated
populations indicates the fact that G. lutea species so far has genetic resources that are
capable of restoring the population in case of creation the favorable conditions. Troyaska-
Tataruka and Krachunyeska populations was classified as unstable, which is obviously due
to positioning of these localities in conditions of heavy anthropogenic pressure and the
inability of their individuals to compete with tall shrubs in phytocenoses. The division of
localities into separate loci may alter the overall genetic structure of the population;
deteriorating of growth conditions may lead to disruption of population structures and, as s
result, reduce their stability.

Man-made population on Pozhyzhevska by the results of ecological and genetic
analysis was stable. The ability of this population to withstand external influences, to
compete with other types of groups and explore new territory was determined.
Stability of agropopulation from Pozhyzhevska is evidence that artificial plantations of
G. lutea in the highlands of Ukrainian Carpathians can serve as a way to preserve the
gene pool of this species.

Annotation. Based on the analysis of plant ontogenesis, age, spatial structures and
vitality, the ability to restore and samopidtrymannnya, seed productivity of five partial
populations G. punctata found that this type of inherent stress-tolerant strategy. Characteristic
features of particular populations of G. punctata are: ontogeny long, low density populations,
small morphometric parameters shallow vegetative rejuvenation, the prevalence in the age
range of individuals virhinilnyh, compact and compact-diffuse spatial structure. However,
favorable ecological and geographical conditions and subject to slight shading and sodding
soil in subpopulations showing signs of competition and intense human impact, shading tall
shrubs and grasses sodding soil schilnodemynnymy lead to their extinction. Yes
subpopulation on Pip Ivan, which is subjected to low stress and low excitation, characterized
by competitive stress-tolerant features. Given the strong and weak stress disorders in g
Breskul and Goverla partial populations become signs of stress-tolerant strategies, but high
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reproductive capacity and large morphometric parameters demonstrate their ability to survive.
Partial populations who are at high stress and strong disorder (g Tatul, Vorozheska g) is the
stress at the stage tolerantamy extinction. The results can be used to develop scientifically
based foundations preservation and restoration of natural resources G. punctata.

Population from mountains
Sheshul and Pavlyk was characterized as the most polymorphic; the indices of genetic
diversity of this population were correlated with its size and number. By the value of
expected heterozygosity, Shannon’s index and proportion of polymorphic amplicons the
highest level of polymorphism was characteristic of Pozhyzhevska agropopulation that
probably is due to its artificial origin and short term of existence (about 40 years). We
didn’t find correlation between genetic and geographic distances (r =—0.4, p = 0.140) as
evidenced by location of samples on dendrogram, where spatially separated populations
were grouped together. The analysis of molecular variance (AMOVA) showed that the
differences between populations account for 68% of total genetic variation, whereas
only 32% of it was resided within populations. The obtained results indicate significant
genetic isolation and differentiation of G. lutea populations under study.

Annotation. Our ongoing study examines the experience as a system that is
characterized by the presence of internal and external structure, that differ by its
functions in general function of the speech experience — personality’s speech
mastering of the world. The internal structure of speech experience consists of speech
ability, speech competence, speech abilities and speech activity. An empirical study of
the structural and functional characteristics of the internal structure consisted of
diagnosing the empirical referents, which described the psychological content of all
elements of the structure. As a result of the integrated program of empirical study, we
obtained 32 indexes, which determine the general level of development of the internal
structure of speech experience. The survey covered 386 respondents age period «early
adulthood» (mean age - 18.5 years) and 194 respondents of primary school age (mean
age - 8 years). Comparative analysis of the correlations between structural elements in
different age allows drawing conclusions about the dynamics of the internal structure,
to identify the main patterns of its development. The differences lie in the quality of
these relations: they are homogeneous in children and in adults observed the prevailing
direction of the relationship, suggesting that there is a certain hierarchic structure.
Accordingly, the direction of the internal structure is not to change the structure and
changes in the functional characteristics of the internal structure - a qualitative change
in relations between the elements. Consequently, the dynamics of the internal structure
of speech experience tends to ordering, manifested in the elements of hierarchy . This
gives reason to believe that the development of the internal structure of speech
experience is specialization of individual structures, allocation of their functions, that
is - in the differentiation.

The structure of his moral philosophy, included from science of
law as justice and science of virtue — iphics, is specified by understanding of these
categories in particular. As science of virtue, ephics scrutinizes inner impulses of the
human being and formulates the rules that determine inner dignity of his actions. A great
attention is paid to the Skvortsov’s analysis of the concept of virtue and ethical systems of
different epochs: antiquity, thinkers of Middle age and Renascence, especially Kant. It
gave an opportunity to determine the main concepts based on which thinker builds his
moral philosophy and doctrine of virtue in particular. By researching of theoretical and
practical parts of thinker’s ephics was revealed his understanding of the source of virtue,
role of feeling, mind and will in its achievement. It is shown that characteristic feature of
Skvortsov’s doctrine is connection with religion that has the crucial for him meaning not
only in theoretical but also in practical relations. Making an accent on dependence virtue
from mood and direction of the human spirit and researching thinker’s points of view on
the correlation of virtue and vice, virtue and happiness, roots of the opposite to the virtue
phenomena are shown — vice. Significant place has also analysis of his pointed properties,
degrees and means of achievement of virtue.

Christe establishes the imperial models,
shows how they were adapted to Christian use and finally demonstrates that the
structure of these primitive triumphal images is retained in the fully developed End of
the World iconography which was developed, he convincingly argues, in the
Carolingian period. Christian iconography developed as a means of rendering in an
already extant pictorial idiom certain doctrinal themes, which were to be presented in a
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readily intelligible form as part of a propaganda system. While there may have existed
side by side a more « savant » iconography developed.

This supra-situational activity is directed to achieve «the norms of soul
spirituality» and causes the phenomena which is described as «passing through the
self» and creating «a distance in advance» what means the distance from the person
who contemplates to the one who accepts thankfully the essence of the objectness as a
result of the lasting transcendental expectation, energetic connection and
«instantaneous meeting with the pure».

The research is allowed to divede
the types of the fear that are specific to the 3 or 5 years old children. There are also
single individual fears that are connected with their individual experience. The
correction of children’s fears are requires an integrated approach.
