Academic honesty as a certain public ideal has to resist extreme
commercialization and intensive bureaucratization of universities that ruin not only their
abilities to fulfill their social mission but the logics of their existence too. Violation of
principles of academic cooperation, undermining of corporate solidarity and confidence,
reduction of professional involvement, low interest of academic community in vigorous
activity are the results of academic environment autonomy limitation. The new edition of
the law of Ukraine “On Higher Education” offered opportunities for the development of
autonomy of higher educational institutions in Ukraine, the creation of effective mechanism
of academic honesty and qualitative activity guarantee, restriction of potential corruption,
and the involvement of stakeholders into the public management of higher education area.
First steps in the law realization are difficult, sometimes painful but already give positive
results. Creation of the environment that would reject corruptive and unethical actions
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requires consistency, moral leadership, willingness to dedication in the name of high
academic standards.

The edition is one of the attempts to display how the world academic community
understands academic honesty, what mechanisms and procedures for its implementation
have been developed, what place is occupied by declarations, charters and codes of
academic conduct, what relationships between the members of academic community are
able to ensure mutual respect, free flow of ideas, professional and personal improvement,
rejection of dishonesty and injustice.

Examination of approaches and ideas, the best international and national practice
covered in this book will help everyone who aims at making high moral standards the norm
of national higher educational institutions, providing the balance between all functions of
higher education as a public good, winding up the debate on institutional consolidation of
the best national groundworks in this sphere.

Annotation. Metal-containing materials are extensively used in industry, personal
care products and medicine, and their release in the environment causes concern for the
potential impacts on aquatic organisms. We assessed endocrine disrupting potential of N-
vinyl-2-pyrrolidone- based nanoparticles (Me-PSs) containing cobalt (Co™") or zinc (Zn")
using the marsh frog Pelophylax ridibundus as a model. Male frogs were exposed for 14
days to waterborne Co>" (50 pug/L), Zn>" (100 pg/L) or corresponding concentrations of Co-
PS, Zn-PS or parental polymeric compound (PS). The indices of thyroid activity,
vitellogenesis, cytochrome P450-dependent monooxygenases activity (EROD) and the
markers of cytotoxicity were evaluated. Exposure to Co>" led to the elevation of serum
thyrotropin (TSH) and hepatic deiodinase activities accompanied by the up-regulation of
EROD activity. In contrast, the action of the polymer-containing substances (Co-PS, Zn-PS
and PS) as well as free Zn®" caused prominent down-regulation of EROD and a decrease in
serum cortisol and TSH levels. Exposure to Zn®", Zn-PS and PS upregulated vitellogenesis
in males. All exposures except Co>” caused neurotoxicity as indicated by the depletion of
choline esterase. These results demonstrate toxicity of Co- and Zn-containing Me-PSs and
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their parental compounds Zn and PS in frogs and indicate distinct mechanisms of Co®"
action. Broad disruption of the hormonal pathways and reduced capacity for organic
xenobiotic detoxification may have deleterious impacts on amphibian populations from the
habitats exposed to metallorganic pollution.

Freshwater ecosystems are exposed to multiple anthropogenic stressors
including chemical pollution and warming that can affect health of the resident organisms
and their responses to novel adverse challenge. We investigated the dependence of in situ
exposure history of the response to such novel effect, ionizing radiation, in unionid
mollusks Anodonta anatina. Males from pristine (F-), agricultural (A-) sites and a cooling
reservoir of a nuclear power plant (N-site) were exposed acute 2 mGy X-ray radiation
followed by 14 days of recovery (R-groups) or to control conditions (C-groups). Biomarkers
of oxidative stress, geno-, cyto- and neurotoxicity were used to assess cellular injury and
stress. Control group from the cooling reservoir (CN) had higher background levels of
caspase-3 activity, metallothionein concentrations and nuclear lesions and lower levels of
superoxide dismutase (SOD) and glutathione in the gills compared to other control groups
(CF and CA). Irradiation induced cellular damage in mussels from all three sites including
increased levels of nuclear lesions in hemocytes, depletion of caspase-3, suppression of
SOD and catalase activities, an increase of the lipid peroxidation and oxidized glutathione
levels, as well as down-regulation of cholinesterase indicating neurotoxicity. The up-
regulation of ethoxyresorufin-O-deethylase activity in the digestive gland and vitellogenin-
like protein level in gonads were also found in radiation-exposed groups indicating
feminization of males and disturbances of steroid metabolism. The RA-group showed the
greatest magnitude of radiation-induced stress responses compared to the other two groups.
Overall, unionid mollusks, particularly those from a chronically polluted agricultural site,
were highly sensitive to low-dose radiation (2 mGy) indicating limitations of stress
protection mechanisms to deal with multiple stressors.

In conclusion, we have been developed chromatographic methods
of identification and quantification of amlodipine, verapamil, nifedipine in medicines. The
proposed methods are rapid, economical, simple, accurate, selective, precise and applicable
to the analysis of pharmaceutical dosage forms.

We
are proposed algorithm for restoring the spatial position of the ionospheric state or its
ionization field according to the regular definitions of the TEC parameter. The description
below shows one of the possible solutions that are based on the application of the
regularized approximation of functions with numerous variables. To experimentally
determine the changes in the ionization field in time, we took measurements from 272 days
in 2013 that were determined during the GNSS observations at 17 continuously operating
stations of the ZAKPOS network. The resulting error indicators show that the developed
algorithm gives consistent results for ionization field restoration that do not depend on the
ionosphere state, satellites positions and changes in number of stations in the network used
for computations.

It is shown that consideration of the problem lies in the
structure of education reproduction of cultural capital distribution between social groups,
providing support for existing social inequalities. The means of reproduction of the unequal
conditions during the formation of capital is the selection of knowledge in the education
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system that is provided by the selection process to different types of educational institutions.

The analysis of the cultural reproduction mechanism in education showed that the
deformation of the social structure in Ukrainian society affected the ability to meet the
needs of modern cultural processes in the educational system. The low type of social
structure of Ukrainian society contributed to the marginalization of society and
individualization of social practices that led to the reduction of the educational importance
as an important factor in capital allocation. The domination of fragmentary knowledge in
education affected the quality of cultural capital and also competitiveness of obtained
knowledge. The Ukrainian educational system is in a situation where can be created
predominantly institutionalized form of cultural capital in the system of mass education.

Annotation. The aim of the research was to develop the technology of introduction of
the Gentiana lutea L. plants obtained by microclonal propagation into conditions in situ.
Methods of cultivation of plant objects in vitro were used. There were chosen optimal
conditions for rooting G. lutea shoots obtained through microclonal propagation in vitro:
MS/2 medium with twice decreased concentration of NH,NO;without vitamins and sucrose
supplemented with 3 g/l of mannite and 0.05 mg/I kinetin, and agar (4 g/l) in combination
with perlite (16 g/l) used as a maintaining substrate; or the nutrient medium (MS/2 without
vitamins and smaller concentration of NH4NO;) with gradual decrease of carbohydrates
from 10 g/l to 2 g/l, and further rooting experimental shoots in tap water. Rooted plants
were adapted to conditions ex vifro through planting them into flowerpots with soil and
gradual changing hothouse regime for exposed one. The share of adapted to in situ
conditions plants (21% after a year of planting) proves the used method to be resultative and
promising. Thus, there was suggested the most efficient technology for revival of disturbed
G. lutea populations that includes repatriation of rooted and adapted to ex vitro conditions
plants obtained through microclonal propagation in vitro.

3-(4-Sulfonamidophenyl)- 2-thiocyanato(bromo)propanamides, 4-
(2-thiocyanato(bromo, chloro)-2-phenylethyl)benzenesulfonamides, 2-(4-
sulfonamidophenyl)fumaric and 2-bromo-3-(4-sulfonamidophenyl)butanedioic acids have
been obtained by the copper-catalyst reaction of 4-sulfonamidophenyldiazonium
tetrafluoroborate with acrylamide, styrene and fumaric acid with the yields of 36-82%. The
anionarylation  competing process is formation of 4-(iso)thiocyanato(chloro,
bromo)benzenesulfonamides as  Sandmeyer reaction products. In case of
thiocyanatoarylation of fumaric acid 2-(4-sulfonamidophenyl)fumaric acid is selectively
formed as an arylation product. The structure of the compounds synthesized has been
confirmed by IR- and 1 H NMR-spectra. The antimicrobial activity of these compounds in
relation to the museum strains of staphylococcus, E.coli, aerobic bacillus and yeasts fungi
has been studied. It has been found that sulfonamide derivatives are characterized by a high
antibacterial and antifungal activity, which is the most pronounced for arylalkyl
thiocyanates based on acrylamide. The research conducted has confirmed the positive
impact of the sulfonamide fragment introduction in the structure of anionarylation products
of unsaturated compounds to expand the range of the antimicrobial activity and decrease of
the minimum inhibitory concentration.

They were based on the texts of famous foreign pedagogues, the first additions
of pedagogical readers, compelative didactical literature of the national authors. In the
article the creation process of pedagogic manuals for teachers in the second part of the 19-th
century and at the beginning of the 20-th century is analyzed; and national authors’
specialized literature, mainly interpreted from the foreign sources is analyzed in particular.
On the whole, the level of the development of didactic problems was insufficient. Only in
the 80 -90-s of the XIX-th century the national theory of teaching and learning was partly
able to get rid of the blind borrowings from foreign didactics and the process of creation
educational manuals by national authors finally has started.

To achieve the assigned
goal the structural and functional model of pedagogical facilitation formation is designed.
The considerable attention is given to the system approach which is one of important for
teaching and educational work efficiency increasing during students’ preparation and is a
basis of modernization of educational process. System characteristics of model are
openness, dynamic and multilevel character. Supreme value of pedagogical facilitation is
the complete person who is the skillful organizer of educational process, and is able to work
with people, to appreciate collective experience, critically to estimate reached, and is
professionally competent. The model consists of the interconnected and co-operating
blocks: motivational and purposeful, organizational, content-procedural, criteria-estimating,
which are focused on achievement of predictable result - an optimum level of pedagogical
facilitation of future engineer-teachers. The motivational and purposeful block defines
vocational training strategy, initial methodological and theoretical regulations of educational
process, the purpose and tasks of pedagogical facilitation formation of students.
Methodological approaches, factors, principles, mechanisms and conditions of pedagogical
facilitation formation of the future engineer-teachers are defined in the organizational block.
The content-procedural block includes: pedagogical university educational environments
components and substantial lines of pedagogical facilitation formation of the future
engineer-teachers. The criteria-estimating block of model contains system of criteria and
indicators, formation of which allows allocating pedagogical facilitation levels of the future
engineer-teachers.

Annotation. The efficiency of thefunctioning of the first constructed original
fotobioreaktor with continuous mode of algae cultivation was checked. Using this
fotobioreaktor it was investigated the growth of freshwater green alga Chlorella vulgaris
Beij. (CHLOROPHYTA) under conditions of the Fitzgerald’s medium N 11 in the
modification of Zender and Gorham under at the illumination of 2500 Lx (16:8 hours) at 22-
25°C. The calculation of number of cells and extraction of proteins, carbohydrates and lipids
were showed that the maximum of growth intensity in the reactor is observed on the 18th
day of cultivation — 269,2+3,0. 109 cells/l, under the impact of stabilization and automatic
control of culture conditions. In the stationary phase number of cells was within 110,1+4,9 .
109cells/1.This makes it possible of continuous mode of chlorella cultivation with an
average productivity near 110 £ 4 mg/l of dry mass in stationary mode. Under these
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conditions, the protein content was about 60 mg/dm3 of dry mass, carbohydrates — about 35
mg/l of dry mass and lipids - about 12 mg/l of dry mass. Using sunlight and biosynthesis
activators of various of classes of organic substances allows to change the ratio of protein,
carbohydrates and lipids, that could be used for further perspective research.

Some, like communism led by USSR, has suffered a serious defeat, and
its long-term opponent liberalism, led by the United States is already feeling their inability
to compete effectively with the Islamic world in the competition for the possession of the
minds of men and nations and thus losing political influence in a significant geographic
regions of the planet. There is analysis of collapsing the usual dichotomy of geopolitical
confrontation between world talasokraticheskim (monetary civilization) and
telurokraticheskim (dominance power vertical of power), how long term dominant political
trends change, they bring religious factor to higher level, which determines all other spheres
of world politics. The author focuses on the fact that the initiator of the transition from
ideological conflict to religions conflict became Islam whose increasing force is the result of
depopulation post-Christian, materialistic-hedonistic world of northern Eurasia. The
attention is focused on the areas of mass migration and the special features of the
demographic processes in different nations, which in the coming decades, will radically
change the geopolitical space around Ukraine and how these processes can change the
Ukraine and its place in the global balance of the world's centers of power. It reveals how
the old global confrontation is replaced a new North-South axis conflict, in which the

be more distant from the region, where will increase the confrontation of different religious
communities.

Datskiv O. Using drama techniques in the EFL classroom at pedagogical university

Annotation. The paper deals with using drama techniques in the EFL classroom at
pedagogical university. Its main objective is to determine the optimal sequence of using
dramatization techniques in teaching a foreign language. The following tasks have been set:
to describe the main dramatization techniques in terms of their applicability in the EFL
classroom at pedagogical university; to determine the benefits of using these techniques and
their sequence in the cycle of classes.

Dramatization has been defined as an effective means of forming the students’
foreign language skills and as a complex of student teacher interactive techniques such as
drama games, role plays, improvisations, simulations, theatre projects aimed at formation of
the students’ communicative competence.

According to research analysis and teaching five major dramatization techniques
have been determined and briefly described: a drama game, a role play, an improvisation,a
simulation, a theatre project.

The sequence of dramatization techniques in the cycle of fifteen EFL classes
comprising one study module has been elaborated. Ten classes of the cycle have been
allocated for communication training, three classes have been reserved for communication
practice, one class has been used for assessment of foreign language skills and one class has
been a summary class in the cycle.

The content of each class in the cycle has been described and the optimal sequence of
dramatization techniques has been determined.

Drama games and role plays have been used extensively during classes one through
four, improvisations have been added in classes five through ten. An extensive simulation
has been implemented during classes eleven through thirteen. Students have written a
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module test and participated in a role play designed to assess their speaking skills during
class fourteen. The last class of the cycle summarized the previous use of dramatization
techniques as a theatre project has been presented and feedback and reflection has taken
place.

Annotation. The article deals with the concept of the emotional intelligence of the
individual as a psychological phenomenon, it is analyzed it’s structural and functional
features. It is designated that self-regulation is a structural component of the emotional
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intelligence. We define the emotional intelligence as an integral feature of personality which
reflects the cognitive ability of a person to understand emotions and manage them through
cognitive processing of the emotional information. The emotional self-regulation provides
the ability to manage your emotional state, emotionally easy respond to various life events.

The analysis of scientific sources has shown that the concept of «emotion
management» is seen in the following meanings: 1) as a general emotional capability; 2) as
a structural component of the emotional intelligence.

The term «emotional regulation» is more often used in the first meaning, while two
components are differentiating: an internal emotional regulation (in the sense of «self-
regulation») and an exterior emotional regulation (as a «control expression»). The term
«emotional control» is actually used in the second meaning, which is mainly interpreted as
a control of one's own emotions and the emotions of other people.

We consider the emotional self-regulation on the one hand, as an indicator of
behavioural component of emotional intelligence, on the other, as one of the most important
psychological mechanisms of it’s development.

It is proved that the arbitrariness of regulation of one’s emotional state and behavior
is developed with the primary school pupils. It is defined that the emotional self-regulation
and the development of emotional intelligence in general provide psychological welfare of
the child, helps to preserve his/her mental health.

Radchuk H. K. Assertiveness development in students as a factor for preventing
professional burnout of future specialists

Annotation. Article focuses on the problem of professional burnout in social
professions. It is noted that the problem of burnout social professions requires

comprehension particularly in the context of preventing future professional deformation of
the individual during inclusion in professional activities.

It is necessary already during educational process to create conditions for the
formation of personality characteristics and behaviors that would oppose burnout and
contribute to preservation of occupational health of future social professionals. Professional
burnout is considered to be a human response to prolonged professional stress that involves
three components: emotional exhaustion, depersonalization, reduction of personal
achievements. Moreover, among the main causes of burnout is the need for ongoing
contacts with others and the inability to organize this communication in a harmonious
manner.

In this context assertiveness and assertive behavior is crucial for development of
future professionals. It is the individual assertiveness that guarantees harmonious
relationship with others. Assertiveness is seen as a complex integral characteristic of an
individual, which includes emotional (lack of fear, anxiety), cognitive (competency and
understanding of themselves and others), behavioral (social skills) and regulatory
components (ability of self-regulation and self-control). Assertiveness is manifested in
human orientation to internal, not external locus of control, characterizes development of
subjectivity and determines readiness to enter parity subject - subject communication. It is
emphasized that development of dialogue communication skills based on subject - subject
interaction is the key to saving occupational health of future professionals.

The article proves that building dialogue communication between teachers and
students in higher educational environment is a necessary condition for formation of
assertiveness in students. It was found that discovering oneself as a distinct reality,
significant and worthy of studying, addressing primarily oneself in search of potential
solutions to one’s problems and problems of a partner with the means of dialogue
communication — are the most valuable assets of dialogue.

The author states that unwillingness of teachers to lead dialogue communication with
students is the major obstacle in introducing dialogue into tertiary education.

Radchuk H. Temporal characteristics of the meaningfulness of students’ life

Annotation. The article investigates temporal parameters of purposefulness and life
orientations of modern students. The author argues that finding a meaning for a self in all
temporal aspects of subjective reality is a prerequisite for development of a future
specialist’s personality. Moreover, individual's ability to analyze and summarize relevant
meanings (the past and present) and form life goals (project future) is an indicator of the
integrity of his/her self-concept.

Empirical research showed that one-third of students are in a current semantic state
that is characterized by low levels of comprehension of meaningful past, present and future
life, i.e. they are dissatisfied with life in general. Most of the disappointed and dissatisfied
with their lives students are in their fifth and second year of university. More than a half of
all young respondents do not have life goals and see their lives as lacking both meaning and
purpose. The graduates are often unable to analyze and summarize the values of their past
and present and set life goals and perspectives, thus demonstrating helplessness and
disorientation regarding their future.

These findings can be explained by the fact that traditional teaching methods are
focusing on assimilating the acquired social experience at the level of meanings.
Information is regarded as both the beginning and the end of students’ activity, and the
future appears only as an abstract perspective of knowledge application after graduation.
This explains why the future is not fully meaningful and lacks temporal transpective in
general.

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Annotation. Reaching in the parity of articles as a stra-tegic direction of gender
socialization of children and youth involves identifying the social-psychological factors in
the formation of gender culture of young people, need to study the inter-nal mechanisms of
the individual identification of certain sex-role models behavior, approval of egalitarian
values. The current stage of develop-ment of Ukrainian society causes ambivalent atti-tude
to the system of gender roles, the conflict between the old dichotomy of distribution and
new, an egalitarian challenge to them, which indicates the seriousness of the situation and
the need to strengthen the state gender policy, its infor-mation and education component.

Recently, observed attempts to Renais-sance patriarchy — propagation of the sex-
differentiation education and parenting of chil-dren, planting stereotype of «loss of
femininity» girls who begin to develop gender atypical occu-pations. Continuing activation
of social-pedagogical movements like «parent councils» who perceive the introduction of
gender educa-tion as «undermining national mentality» attempt on the moral principles of
the family and educa-tors accused of planting homosexual behavior. It was found that
professed supporters of separate of sex education instruction contradict to the principles of
humanistic psychology-pedagogical heritage, lead to the traditional stereotyped pat-terns of
socialization.

Found that «gender matrix» Ukrainian educational thought is the basis for modern
stand-ards of equivalence gender of human expansion of an egalitarian worldview of parents
and teach-ers, the formation of gender competence of future teachers and gender culture in
the younger gener-ation. The introduction of gender education in the educational process of
schools, colleges, and uni-versities are the urgent organizational tasks. Right to be yourself,
to make free and informed choices, androgyny as the integration of «women» and «men» in
one person, maximum opportunities for personal development, partner-ship etc., is the
essence of psychological-pedagogical discourse towards to European inte-gration.

Kalaur S. The educational potential of general scientific principles underlying the
system of professional training of future specialists of social sphere to conflict resolution

Annotation. Nowadays, the strategy of professional training of future specialists of
social sphere should be based on the implementation of holistic system, which is a means
aimed at increasing of professionalism. The leading factors of the system are general
pedagogical principles. In our vision principles should be considered as the main
educational orientations. The basis of elaboration systems of professional training of future
specialists of social sphere to conflict resolution includes the following general scientific
principles: science, consciousness and activity, systematic and consistency, accessibility,
relation between theory and practice. The principle of science is fundamental during the
professional training of future specialists of social sphere to conflict resolution.

In our practical activity we want to teach students to comprehend
program material consciously and by their own, also to choose actively their own algorithm
of action in each particular conflict situation. The principle of regularity and consistency
requires that teachers should comply the logical consistency of learning of educational
topics of «Social conflictology» discipline, which includes two modules («General Theory
of conflictology» and «The peculiarities of conflicts at different levels of the social
system»). The principle of accessibility involves the organization of educational process so
that students have the opportunity to learn the course material without neuro-psychological
stress. Therefore, the introduction of individual approach to each student will allow to
choose the best real rate of mastering of educational information. The implementation of
this principle of relation between theory and practice in the professional training of future
specialists of social sphere will coordinate scientific information which is received by the
students during the studying of «Social Conflictology» discipline with a practical vision of
conflict during the training and practices.

Practical component of preparedness of future social worker for organizing
educational and recreational activities of students involves the development of reflection,
the ability to self-analysis, self-adjustment, self-realization, self-development and self-
improvement in the course of their professional functions; availability of creative potential,
communication and organizational skills necessary for effective organization of educational
and recreational activities.

In the context of the ongoing survey we identified and justified following indicators
of cognitive criteria of future social workers to the organization of educational and
recreational activities of students: possession of a system of social and educational,
psychological, educational, social and professional skills: possession of features of
educational and recreational activities of students: possession of knowledge of technology,
educational and recreational activities of students.

The rates of practical criteria are: reflection, expression of creativity of a person;
mastering of communicational and organizational skills.

Polishchuk V. Training of the USA future social workers for the researching of
multicultural environment as a part of intercultural competence formation

Annotation. Multicultural education provides the formation of intercultural
competence and ability to intercultural communication. Competence is understood as a
comprehensive personal resource, which is a product of studying teaching and socialization,
a coefficient of erudition, a guarantee of active capacity and competitiveness of an
individual.

Soroka O. V. Monitoring of primary school teachers’ applying of art-therapeutical
technologies

Annotation. There is discovered in the article the core of the term monitoring that is a
system of collecting, treating, keeping, sharing the information about any system or its
separate elements. System that is directed toward information support of managing this
system that gives an opportunity to pass a judgment upon its condition and gives an
opportunity to foresee its development. The results of monitoring investigation of art-
therapeutical technologies by primary school teachers are presented. A diagnostic
investigation was conducted in order to studying the state of applying of art-therapy and art-
therapeutical technologies by teacher-practitioners. 181 primary school teachers from
Ternopil, I1zmail, Poltava were the object of the investigation. Teachers were divided into
three categories according to their pedagogical service, namely to 3 years, to 10 years, more
than 10 years.

The investigation was expected primary school teacher-practitioners to study the
judgments about practical readiness for applying art-therapeutical technologies, range of
measures that boost professional training of primary school teacher for applying above
mentioned technologies.

The conducted monitoring investigation gave some grounds to come to such
conclusions. First of all, primary school has got a traditional teaching system of younger
pupils. We can discuss only rare cases of teachers’ interest to non-traditional forms,
methods and technologies at school, as a rule, teachers with a little length of service. Second
of all, particularly as regards primary school teacher’s work, he or she stay with his or her
pupils for a long time. Teacher observes them during different lessons, consequently, knows
his pupils better and has more opportunities for teaching, educational and develop influence.
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Third of all, primary school teacher can put into practice diagnostics and correction work
with younger pupils, attracting necessary specialists. Fourth of all, art-therapy and art-
therapeutical technologies have tremendous opportunities from diagnostics to correction
therapeutical, consequently, they can be successfully applied for optimization of educational
process in primary school.

Defined and described the concept of sports selection,
instincts, abilities and talents that enable timely detection inclinations of children and thus
create favorable conditions for the most complete disclosure of their potential. The basic
objectives and criteria to multi-stage sports training. According to the results of the study
found that the selection sports a long process and requires objective evaluation of individual
abilities of young athletes, which should be based on a set of indicators (educational,
medical and biological, physiological, psychological), because the focus on athletic
performance did not always justify forecast. The highest information content for sports
selection of children are due to hereditary characteristics, structure and body shape,
flexibility, motor reaction latent time, aerobic performance, long jump from the point of
takeoff, running 30 m relative muscle strength, maximum heart rate. The selection
swimmers should focus on the following informative morphological factors as: the length of
the arms, hands, body weight, vital capacity, chest excursion, the value of traction effort
hands, birth dynamometry, buoyancy and streamlining, flexibility in the ankle joints.

Saprun S. T. Improvement of youth sports schools in Ukraine

Annotation. The article analyzes system activity Youth sports training of athletes in
various sports and sport schools functioning in Ukraine and abroad. The analysis of the
literature, regulatory and documentary sources for the development of sports in the system
of Coach in the modern world. Worked out theoretical materials of domestic and foreign
experts on the theory and methodology of training young athletes, selection and orientation
at various stages of long-term preparation, organization and management of sports of youth
sport in Ukraine. Characterized important problems and improvement of the sports school in
Ukraine. Defined and grounded main areas for improvement and optimization of Coach in
Ukraine in modern conditions. The study determined that the development of sports schools
in Ukraine requires the formation of a fundamentally new economic, organizational and
legal forms of operation and consideration of these interrelated factors: government policies,
staffing and their qualifications, availability, entertainment, sponsorship appeal, technical
material, methodological and informational aspects. As part of the survey (in the form of
interviews) 34 coaches in Ternopil region was able to outline the key problems of the
industry and identify the best options for improving the system of youth sport in Ukraine.

Answers coaches have confirmed the views of other experts on the need and
feasibility of improving the system Children's sports school in Ukraine. A significant
number of problems, according to trainers should encourage authorities (guidance) structure
to the fundamental changes in youth sport, in fact one of the key problems is the low level
of mass sports.

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Annotation. The adjective individual author’s neologisms that operate in small prose
of Arcadiy Lubchenko are described in this article. His creative heritage — novels, short
stories, groundbreaking stories. His stories author builds through the prism of heroes
psychological perception of reality and revolutionary changes. The inner world, thoughts,
suffering and hesitation of characters are the central theme of writer’s novels and short
stories. "Romantic vitaism" permeated most of the works of this artist. The writer tried to
create an image of a man of modern times, the ideal of a strong, unconquered, independent
personality.

In modern linguistics individual author's linguistic creativity acquires relevance and
research interest. In recent decades Ukrainian neology evolved into a separate branch and
actively developed. Well-known researchers in this area are V. Rusanivsky, J. Koloyiz, N.
Sologub, S. Jermolenko, G. Vokalchuk, A. Styshov, A. Moysiyenko, E. Karpilovska, G.
Syuta, N. Klimenko, J. Kochan, N. Adach and others.

The fact that neological Dictionary of Arcadiy Lubchenko was not in the focus of
linguists, our research, which subject is adjective writers neologisms, we consider relevant.
The purpose of the proposed work is to analyze the semantics of adjective and individual
neologisms in small prose of A. Lubchenko. The analysis founded out that neological
dictionary of writer combines lexical neologisms copyright belonging to four parts of
speech: nouns, adjectives, verbs and adverbs. The largest category is adjectives neoleksems
(130), which can be divided into several thematic groups. The largest group is the new
lexical constructions associated with human characteristics. A large group of lexical
innovations are adjectives that represent human psychological characteristics. Some of them
characterize the persons internal qualities; other neoleksems convey mood and inner state of
a character caused by certain events in their lives. We revealed that A. Lubchenko idiolect
dictionary contains neoleksems adjectives that describe the realities concerning the
environment, particularly describing the flora and fauna, nature, heavenly bodies, etc. A
small number of nominations concern descriptions of objects. Separate group of innovative
adjectives to describe the sensory sensations: color, smell, sound, touch. It was found that
special emotional and expressive coloring contain adjectives relating to abstract names. We
founded out that almost all the adjectival lexical neologisms of A. Lubchenko are complex
in structure, dibasic. As a result, the research found that individual author’s neologisms
perform emotionally expressive role in the context of the work, have psychological
importance in creating of interesting and original metaphorical images.

Babiy I. M. Demonstration imaginative and symbolic uses of names of colour in
fiction

Annotation. The article is devoted to the semantic and stylistic features of names of
colours in the artistic speech. In the recent decades the scientific interest has intensified in the
lexical-semantic group of names of colours. The originality and peculiarity of these lexemes lies
in the possibility easily to acquire metaphorical meaning in the artistic speech. The figurative
semantic and symbolic ties of names of colours, which they acquire in the appropriate context,
underlie of their metaphorization. The general language and individual author symbolic images of
names of colours are clearly traced in the prose language. As a rule, the traditional symbolism of
colors is carried by the writers into the fiction.

In the article figurative and symbolic of names of colours is analyzed on the examples of
the lexemes white, black and red in the prose language. The names white and black are
characterized by the traditional symbols and frequent use. In the popular perception of Ukrainian
the white color became a symbol of purity, beauty, moral purity, sunlight, life. Such semantic
associations are observed in the artistic language; the lexeme white means clean, pleasant and
joyous. The name black has opposite meaning, it is a symbol of evil forces, grief, sorrow, death,
mourning, and the writers often use this name for the transfer of tragedy, description of dramatic
situation. In the fiction as in folklore, symbols black and white often are opposed. White is
associated with the all bright, pleasant; in contrast,~ black means dark, tragic. The linguistic and
stylistic paradigm of the red color represents a rich compatibility and high expression in the
fiction. Red is the colour of blood, that always is a consequence of the struggle, revolution,
suffering. The development and expansion of the paradigm of symbolic meanings of colour
names, as a rule, occurs under the influence of extralinguistic factors, determined by historical
and social developments. The title pink retains the traditional symbolic sound in the prose
language. It contains the expressive positive appreciable and emotional meaning. Pink is the color
of expectations, hopes, optimism and dreams.

Therefore, in the prose language a number of the artistically significant symbolic images
of names of colours has been revealed. The traditional colour symbolism underlies of creation of
symbolic meanings of these names. The aesthetic possibilities of this symbolism are skillfully
used by the writers for the realization of author's ideas.

Babiy I. M. The odourative vocabulary in modern Ukrainian language: semantic-
pragmatic aspect

Annotation. In the modern linguistics one of the pressing problems is the problem of
odourative nomination. In the recent decades several areas of study of odourative lexemes
are separated: semasiological, psycholinguistical, functional and stylistic, etc. The famous
researchers are V. Dyatchuk, N. Sologub, L. Pustovit, S. Aleksandrov, L. Stavytska, P.
Dotsenko, I. Kochan, etc.

The purpose of this article — to describe of semantics and ways of expressing of
odourative vocabulary in modern Ukrainian language, to trace the semantic and pragmatic
features of names of olfactory impressions in artistic speech. The small prose of famous
Ukrainian writer Arkadiy Liubchenko will be as material of study, and the subject of
analysis is the name of odors.

The scientific novelty and relevance of our study is caused by the lack of
comprehensive linguistic analysis of semantic group of odour names in A. Liubchenko’s
linguistic creativity. For implementation of the declared goal we must solve the following
tasks: to describe the semantics of odour names in the modern Ukrainian language; to
characterize the grammatical expression; to implement the semantic classification of smell
names in the A. Liubchenkos’ works; to ascertain the aesthetics of this lexemes in the
context of artistic speech.

The case of odourative names, which was found in the Liubchenkos’ works,
constitute the lexemes with a meaning of smell, belonging to different parts of speech:
nouns, verbs, adjectives, rare - adverbs. All these names could be divided into the several
semantic groups: smells of nature (flowers, herbs, fruits, etc.), smells of peoples, animals,
dwellings, household items, food, beverages, abstract names, etc.

The names of smells create interesting concrete sensory images in aesthetic system of
writer’s image. Besides the figurative features, smell nominations often play emotional and
expressive role. In the A. Liubchenko’s small prose the traditional system of odour names is
complemented by occasional nominations, which usually are based on the metaphorization,
and create detailed odourative images.

Babiy I. M. Locative and objective nomination in the artistic discourse of Arcadiy
Lubchenko

Annotation. The article is devoted to the analysis of individual author’s linguistic
creativity. It considers the noun author’s neologisms that operate in fiction by Arcadiy
Liubchenko. The article analyzes the semantics, derivational structure and particulars of
functioning of noun lexical innovation. Considering semantic-grammatical approach, all the
noun authors’ neologisms by A. Liubchenko are divided into three lexical and grammatical
groups: the names of persons, nouns with specific object value, nouns with abstract value.
The largest groups of noun neologisms are the name of persons and abstract names. All the
revealed noun neolexemes are created by the traditional word building models, which
inherent in Ukrainian. The productive ways of creating of neolexemes are suffixation and
word composition. The vast majority of noun authors’ neologisms are stylistically loaded in
the artistic discourse of A. Liubchenko. The authors’ nominations typically content
evaluative and expressive color in the art works of writer.

Dynamic changes often appear in own people personal names. Some names fell out
of use, acquiring the status of infrequent and rare, others are in active use, assuming the
status of the most common and widely used. Anthroponomy system moves not only in
diachronic terms (changing composition names), but in synchronic (names, used in a
specific period of life language interrelated).

Therefore synchronic and diachronic analyzes, with various items within a research
facility (of language or one of its elements) complement each other and allow you to track
the present state of names and their changes in the course of historical development.

Exploring names of certain region, one should allocate it synchronic changes to, first,
examine the system connections of structural elements and their functioning in a particular
moment of life and language, and secondly, imagine the history of language by matching as
many synchronous cuts as possible.

The continuous research of personal names on the certain territory, carried out for a
long time, makes possible to detect names diachronic changes on certain territory, its major
trends, allows us to trace patterns of development and functioning of national names in
general.

This sentence structures perform a variety of
functions: help express the position of the author on the depicted events, reveal the inner
world of the hero, a true atmosphere of sincere conversation. Complex sentences with
subordinate causes in the analyzed novels B. Kharchuk also are represented, though not
distinguished by the diversity of communication. They dominate in the stories of the
characters, monologues and dialogues, landscape descriptions. These designs clearly
differentiate artistic speech, eliminate ambiguity of complexity and provide high culture
expression. General contractors and sentences with purpose and reason with contractors
play an important role and are an integral part of the language system texts of B. Kharchuk.

In the article "A few remarks on the story" (1866) Eliza Orzeszkowa
opposed epigones of sentimentalism and romanticism with their false "vampires" and
superficial works contrasting her understanding of art as a spiritual force that elevates man.
The fate of women in inhuman society is the central theme of the artistic discourse of the
writer. Orzeszkowa narrator introduced her ideal woman who is brave, strong, healthy, and
which boldly fight for her happiness and dignity. New in that time writing was Eliza
Orzeszkowa’s woman, mother, sister, girlfriend of the writer in the art world were strong
and spiritually rich.

To describe the national epic of life, the writer-narrator resorts to all-knowing
narrator. First of all, the author resorts to homodigetic narrator who narrates in first person
singular. A narrative of the heroine-narrator presents the dramatic story of her life.

The peculiarity of literary discourse of Orzeszkowa Eliza is a combination of
objective and subjective principles. Poetry as an attempt to idealized view of the world
unfolds through an objective in the reproduction of reality and acts as an idealized view of
the world of prose texts of the writer. Artistic depiction provides an objective picture of the
world, so-called "hunger truth". Under the pen of Orzeszkowa homodigetic narrative has
become a way of expression of internal non-admission inhuman surroundings. Thus, Eliza
Orzeszkowa is a leading representative of realistic discourse of Polish and European
writerhood in the second half of the nineteenth century.

Struhanets Y. B. Synonymic and antonymic relations in football terminology

Annotation. Despite researchers' attention to the theoretical and practical issues of
sports terminology, football terminounits still requiring systematic research. Purpose of the
article — to analyze synonymi and antonymic relations in Ukrainian football terminology.
The source base served as a professional dictionaries, general language dictionaries, sports
newspapers and magazines, professional, non-fiction and reference books on football issues,
football programes on TV, broadcasting of football matches, football internet-
communication, oral football communication.

In analyzed case of terms founded such types of synonyms: one-word terms-doublets,
terms-syntactics synonyms, definitional synonyms, stylistic synonyms. Absolute synonyms
coincide with semantics, emotional coloring, compatibility, not frequency. Partial synonyms
are dominated.

Found that antonymic synonyms in the football vocabullary convey the spirit of
resistance in this sport. Determined semantic opposition based on different types of
relationships: a) semantic relations (gradual, complementary, vector, coordinate antonyms);
b) formal and structural terms (with different and with same root); c¢) stylistic terms
(general language and contextual antonyms). Summing, football terminology needs constant
attention of researchers, especially its unification and standardization.

Despite researchers'
attention to the theoretical and practical issues of sport terminology football term units
require systematic research.

Purpose of the article — analyze the basic methods of making football vocabulary in
modern Ukrainian literary language. The source base served as a professional dictionaries,
general language dictionaries, sports newspapers and magazines, professional, non-fiction
and reference books on football issues, football programes on TV, broadcasting of football
matches, football internet-communication, oral football communication.

At each stage of language development an important place belongs to derivation
because of its role in the classification and learning activity of the individual. Ukrainian
language has powerful resources for nomination of objects and concepts of the football
field. Found that one-word football terms, nomenclature, professionalism, professional
jargon created with different types of morphological methods (such as suffix, prefixes,
prefixes-suffix, postfixes, non-affixed, root formation and word formation, abbreviations),
lexical-semantic and morphological-syntactic methods. Summing that the most productive
methods are semantic derivation, suffixes, non-affixed methods; less common — root
formation, word formation, prefixes, prefixes-suffix methods; unproductive — abbreviations,
morphological and syntactic methods.

Overall replenishment of Ukrainian football vocabulary from its own formative
resources belong to the category of permanent linguistic processes therefore requires further
scientific studies.

The article investigates the effect of different norms and methods of plant
growth regulator Vermystym application on plant height, number of stems in a bush, stand
density, yield and quality of two varieties of potato tubers.

It is found that pre-planting cultivation of potato tubers with Vermystym in a dose of 81/t
and double of potato tops of mid-season potato variety Roko and middle-late potato variety
Picasso in periods of bud-formation and blooming at a rate of 14 l/ha increased number of stems,
average potato weight yield, and the content of dry matter and starch.

According to the conducted research, an environmentally-friendly potato production gain
method is developed.

Kryzhanovska M. A. The influence of ionizing radiation on productivity data of sweet corn
and flint corn
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Annotation. Interaction of ionizing radiation with living matter, causing ionization of
atoms and molecules, leads to destructive changes at all the levels of structural and functional
organization and, consequently, to the death. The intensive testing of nuclear weapons in the mid-
twentieth century, the use of nuclear energy and the current stage of development of our society,
with the application of new technologies helps create dangerous situations that lead to increased
background radiation environment, which negatively affects living systems. Plants - are the first
screen that accepts the action of this radiation, becoming a dangerous source of destruction for
herbivorous animals and humans.

Understanding of this point determines the relevance of the chosen topic of our research.
The object of our research was based on stimulating and depressing mutagenic effect of different
doses of ionizing radiation. Corn is one of the oldest crops used as livestock in the green mass and
grain and food needs. The question of experimental study of changes of the productivity of
different subspecies of maize under the influence of certain doses of ionizing radiation was of our
primary investigation.

Scientific research was conducted on the territory of agrobiological laboratories TNPU
after Volodymyr Hnatyuk. Corn was chosen as the object of study. Sweet corn and flint corn
were chosen. Test material has been soaked in running water for 12 hours. Wet seeds under
research have been irradiated in TB clinic in Ternopil. Seeds of the first experimental group
received a radiation dose of SHr, the second — 10HTr, the third - 15Hr, the fourth - 20Hr. Seeds of a
control group have not been irradiated. Test seeds were planted in the ground according to the
farming requirements.

The results of the study show that these doses did not significantly affect the rate of
similarity of corn of both subspecies, which varies within 96-98% (P> 0,95). Experimentally it
was established that irradiation of seeds with the dose of 5g shows a stimulating effect on the
growth of the stem and causes it to increase in sweet corn for 14 ¢cm, and flint corn - 6 cm and
increases the number of lumps on the stem (14.9% and 10.0% respectively) . 10g dose irradiation
stimulates only increase of lumps of both corn subspecies within 7.4% -12.5%. Depressing
mutagenic effect of ionizing radiation on the stem height at doses of 10Hr, 15Hr and 20Hr was
recorded, the number of lumps on the stem - with 15Hr and 20Hr. All researched radiation doses
demonstrated the negative impact on the length of the corn cob, leading to a probable reduction of
its length to 0.79 - 5.6 cm of sweet corn and 1.75 -7.9 cm of flint corn (P [10,999).

Annotation. Deschampsia antarctica Desv. is a unique plant adapted to extreme
environments of Antarctic, therefore it is an important object for fundamental and
biotechnological research In this work, in order to establish the suitability of previously
developed micropropagation protocol to get genetically uniform plants of D. antarctica the
genetic variation of the plants in the process of propagation and maintenance in vitro was
examined using PCR analysis and cytogenetic analysis. The clonal progeny was evaluated
for the plants that differed by the molecular-genetic markers and cytogenetic characteristics.
Comparative analysis of plants at the initial stages (1-6 passages) of propagation and after a
long-term maintenance in vitro (24-26 passages and more) does not reveal genetic
differentiation among the clones of common origin and their original genotype by ISSR-
markers. Anlysis of long-term cultured plants (49-79 passages) also showed maintenance of
initial cytogenetic characteristics in the micropropagated plants. In general, the results prove
that the developed technique provides the preservation of genetic characteristics of D.
antarctica during long-term maintenance in vitro and can be used to produce genetically
uniform plant material.

Annotation. Literature sources concerning characteristics of the higher vascular plant
(Deschampsia antarctica Desv.), that grows in difficult climatic conditions of the Antarctic,
have been reviewed. This species was found to have anatomical and morphological
adaptations that are typical for most high latitude plants, increasing their resistance to frost
and the photosynthetic activity, including: small sizes and a cushion-like shape of clump,
height, depending on conditions, from 0,5 to 22 cm, with two or three or numerous leaves
that turn yellow sooner or rich green leaves. The anatomical structure of D. antarctica
plants is distinctive for arid habitats, stomata and a thick layer of wax are only on the upper
side of leaves. D. antarctica forms mainly soddy groups or occurs as single individuals.
Species vegetative propagation takes place by outgrowth of dense clumps from one metre to
tens of kilometres.

Some free icy cover land areas (oases) occupy 1.0-5.0% of the mainland and only
5.0-10% of this area is occupied by soils. Soils or soil substrates, on which D. antarctica
grows, differ in their species composition and medium reaction (pH 3,6-7,4). The source for
plant growth of D. antarctica is inorganic nitrogen, organics in the form of amino acids as
well as nitrogen within the composition of peptide entering through the root system of
plants. It has been found that D. antarctica absorbs nitrogen in the form of short peptides
three times faster than amino acids, nitrates and ammonium and 160 times faster than the
Arctic mosses and lichens.

One of the main factors influencing D. antarctica is the placement of penguin
colonies that bring the organic matter, guano into terrestrial ecosystems of Maritime
Antarctica. The spatial distribution of D. antarctica largely depends on the places of
nesting, places of birds’ nurishment and seats of birds’ accidental losses of the viable plant
material during its transportation.

The details of species adaptation to existence in low temperature conditions, light and
UV stress, lack of moisture, depleted soils and salinity were reviewed. D. antarctica
demonstrated biochemical attributes that are adaptive in nature to the cold Antarctic climate.
Accumulation of the heat shock protein of 70 kDa (Hsp 70) occurs in this species upon cold
and heat stress. It is believed that, perhaps, it is the protein in D. antarctica that provides the
low temperature optimum of photosynthesis (+13°C). The increased synthesis of dehydryne
proteins, which are likely to prevent the formation of ice in cells, is observed during the cold
acclimatization of D. antarctica plants. D. antarctica showed a high content of antifreeze
proteins that are probably needed to survive during a long period of negative temperatures
close to zero. One of the security features of D. antarctica protection from negative
temperatures is the accumulation of soluble sugars in tissues: maximum accumulation of
sucrose, fructose and glucose in the leaves of plants of this species occurs before the
beginning of the Antarctic winter.

D. antarctica posesses the genetically determined mechanisms to counteract the
harmful effects of ultraviolet radiation. This species is distinguished by higher compared
with other plants the superoxide dismutase activity level and ascorbate peroxidase as well as
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an active xanthophyll cycle. Extracts of D. antarctica show sunscreen properties that may
be associated with molecules such as flavonoids and carotenoids that act as UV-absorbing
molecules and antioxidants. It is proposed that the photochemical quenching and the high
level of antioxidants, in particular, promote D. antarctica to resist photoinhibitory
conditions. The relatively high species antioxidant capacity can be considered as one of the
key features of its adaptation to survive in critical conditions of Antarctica.

The researchers propose to use a latent indicator of adaptability for each population
to evaluate the adaptability of D. antarctica to adverse living conditions of existence.

Microclonal propagation and rooting in vitro of rare Gentiana acaulis L. species

Annotation. Aim. The alternative methods enabling to restore natural habitats of rare
plant species, including Gentiana acaulis L., encompass repatriation of grown in vitro plants
into disturbed populations. Therefore, the aim of the work was to choose conditions for
microclonal propagation and in vitro rooting the shoots of G. acaulis, a rare alpine
Carpathian species. Methods. Cultivation of plant objects in vitro. Results. There were
chosen conditions for microclonal propagation of G. acaulis plants: agarized nutrient
medium MS/2 supplemented with 0.2 mg/l of 6-benzylaminopurine (BAP) and 0.2 kinetin
(Kin; for plants from Rebra mountain, the Ukrainian Carpathians) and medium MS/2 with
double concentration of CaCl,, supplemented with 0.5 mg/l BAP and 0.1 mg/l Kin (for
plants from Turkul mountain, the Ukrainian Carpathians). Optimal for rooting G. acaulis
plants in vitro was nutrient medium MS/2 with half concentration of NH4;NO; without
vitamins and sucrose supplemented with 3 g/ of mannite and 0.1 mg/l of 1-
naphthaleneacetic acid, the maintaining substrate was agar (4 g/l) combined with perlite (16
g/l). Conclusions. The efficient method of microclonal propagation and rooting G. acaulis
plants in vitro was found and tested. The results of the research will be used for obtaining a
sufficient amount of viable rooted plants able to efficiently adapt to conditions ex vitro and
in situ.

Enhanced tolerance of Deschampsia antarctica Desv. to the mutagenic effect of cadmium ions

Annotation. Aim. To study the potential effects of different concentrations of
cadmium ions on antarctic plant D. antarctica using PCR analysis. Methods. Plants were
grown in vitro on B5 Gamborg and Eveleigh agar medium supplemented with CdCl,.
Genetic rearrangements were studied by PCR-analysis using ISSR- and IRAP-primers.
Results. Genetically identical plants of D. antarctica obtained by microclonal propagation
in vitro were used for the study of mutagenic effect of cadmium ions. The influence of Cd*
was investigated within the concentration ranging from 0.1 to 10 mM. The results of
cultivation of D. antarctica plants in the presence of cadmium ions for 63 days allow to
determine the concentration range that does not inhibit the growth of the plants in vitro, and
it was up to 1 mM. It was found that toxicant concentrations of 0.1 and 0.2 mM did not
cause changes in the profiles of PCR products. After growing the plants with 0.2-1 mM
CdCl, for 17 days, the changes in the profiles of PCR products, indicating the mutagenic
impact, were observed at concentrations of 0.6 mM or above; moreover, the number of
changes increased in dependence on the concentration of heavy metal. Prolonged influence
(140-265 days) of cadmium ions in relatively low concentrations (0.1 mM and 0.4 mM) did
not cause detectable mutations. Conclusions. D. antarctica, a plant extremophile, which has
evolved mechanisms of resistance to a variety of extreme conditions as a result of
adaptation to the existence in the harsh conditions of Antarctica, shows enhanced resistance
to cadmium ions in comparison with other species of vascular plants. Inhibition of growth
occurs at Cd*" concentrations of 0.1 mM or above, whereas concentrations of 1 mM or
above cause cessation of growth and death of plants. Mutagenic effect on D. antarctica was
observed at Cd*" concentrations of above 0.4 mM. After prolonged growth of plants (for 3-8
months) at cadmium ions concentrations of 0.1-0.4 mM, genetic changes was not found.

Annotation. The influence of high concentrations (2 and 5 MPC) of iron ions in the
water environment on the activity of transaminases (alaninaminotransferase and
aspartataminotransferase) in the liver and blood serum of the carp Cyprinus carpio L. and the
pike Esox lucius L. has been investigated in the article. It has been demonstrated that one of
the important factors, that determines metabolic patterns in the organism of hydrobionts under
the influence of heavy metals (iron), is the level of the functional ferment activity of protein
metabolism (transaminases). The high level of investigated metal in water leads to changes of
the content of amino acids in fish tissues and also to the violation of their metabolism. The
results demonstrate, that the activity of ferments (alanin- and aspartataminotransferases) under
the influence of experimental concentrations (2 and 5 MPC) of iron has been changed.

Annotation. Freshwater organisms including mollusks are occasionally exposed to
nanoparticles rapidly intervening into environment from increased industrial and domestic
use. However, their effects on freshwater mollusks remain unclear. We determined the
effect of n-Ti02 (1.25 uM) alone and in combination with bisphenol A (BPA, 0.88 nM) as
well as of TiCl4 (Ti, 1.25 uM) and BPA (as the positive controls) on selected parameters of
oxidative stress, metabolic profile, immune, endocrine and nervous systems and genotoxic
manifestations in widespread bivalve, Unio tumidus. It was shown that n-TiO2 and BPA
caused quite similar response and evoked in mollusks neuro-endocrine disorders, oppression
of immunity and acidosis (only for n-TiO2), exposure-specifically activated antioxidant
system and genotoxicity. Meanwhile co-exposure (n-TiO2+BPA) and Ti provoked the
strong response of mollusks that is differed from the responses to BPA and n-TiO2 alone.
The most prominent signs included no endocrine disruption effect for n-TiO2+BPA group,
and harsh oxidative stress and genotoxicity (DNA fragmentation and nuclear abnormalities)
for both (n-TiO2+BPA) and Ti groups. These findings show that n-TiO2 and BPA at
realistic environmental concentrations significantly affected different functional and
molecular parameters of freshwater bivalves and may pose a serious risk to mussel health.
Obviously, n-TiO2 acts as a catalyst of BPA decomposition and eliminate endocrine
disruption effect inherent for BPA, but enhances oxidative stress response in mollusks.

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frog Pelophylax ridibundus after 14 days of exposure. Several enzymes involved in free
radical scavenging and in the endoplasmic reticulum (ER)-related transformation as well as
the products of oxidative lesions were determined in the liver. The levels of thyrotropin and
cortisol were determined in the blood serum. Nuclear abnormalities (NA) in erythrocytes
and cholinesterase (ChE) activity in brain were assessed as a signs of toxicity. The reductive
stress in the liver was caused by all exposures, especially at 18 °C according to decreased
oxyradical and protein carbonyl levels and down-regulation of tyrosinase without the
changes 1n superoxide dismutase activity, but elevated rate of concentrations
Lactate/Pyruvate. The products of lipid peroxidation and lipofuscin, deiodinase and ER-
related transformation activities were up-regulated in most cases. The combine exposure
with Tattoo caused the reduction in the thyrotropin and cortisol concentrations, whereas
nZnO+to provoked the elevation of thyrotropin level. The increased number of the cells
with NA and depletion of ChE activity was caused by nZnO and nZnO+Ta. To summarize,
reductive stress more likely than oxidative stress was caused by nZnO in frog. The
stimulation of the changes in the oxygen demands by heating could dramatically change the
molecular responses of frog to nZnO.

Annotation. Nanonized Zinc oxide (nZnO) is an expected constituent of
contemporary environmental pollution. In the polluted environments, the combination of
various stressors including typical pesticides and climate changes can complicate the
interpretation and assessment of biological responses to engineering nanoparticles. We
studied the effects of nZnO (3.1 uM), combinations of nZnO and fungicide Tattoo (Ta, 91
nug L") at 18°C, and nZnO at 25°C (nZnO+f°) on the male marsh frog Pelophylax
ridibundus after 14 days of exposure. Characteristics of metal (Zn, Cu, Cd) distribution with
the participation of metallothionein (MT) and signs of toxicity were evaluated.
Decomposition of nZnO was proved only in the exposure to nZnO alone due to the elevated
levels of Zn uptake and Zn-MT in the liver and vitellogenin (Zn carrier) in blood plasma. In
the combine exposures the level of metalated MTs was decreased with the increase of
nonmetalated MT portion. The combine effect of nZnO and heat stress decreased the level
of immunoreactive MT and affected Cathepsin D. Both combine exposures increased
hepatic GSH&GSSG and DNA fragmentation levels. All exposures caused up-regulation of
CYP-450 and caspase-3 activities.
